COMMUNICATION FROM THE MAYOR. 

City of Ann Arbor, I 
Mayor's Office, f 

Ann Arbor Mich. Sept. 5tb, 1893. 
To the Honorable the Common Council: 

G E K T L E M E N : — A u g u s t 30th ult., I 
had the honor to address to the Board 
of Health a communication urging im­
mediate attention to the sanitary con­
dition of the city and advising prompt 
and decisive precautionary measures 
to ward off the threatening approach 
of Asiatic cholera. The communica­
tion was as follows: 

City of Ann Arbor, ) 
Mayor's Office, Aug. 30, 1893. S 

To the Honorable the Board of Health of said 
City: 

G E N T L E M E N : — I t seems to me that 
it is imperatively necessary tha t your 
honorable board take Immediate and 
if necessary summary proceedings to 
place our city in proper sanitary condi­
tion to ward off the scourge of Asiatic 
cholera which now menaces the land. 
Almost any morning we may read of 
cholera making its appearance upon 
the Atlantic seaboard. And then it 
will be only a question of days for it to 
reach the great distributing centers of 
the northwest to be carried from 
thence along the arteries of travel to 
the cities and towns which invite its 
devastating presence. So far as human 
wisdom and approved sanitary precau­
tion can protect our beautiful city, it is 
our duty as officials and good citizens 
and lovers of our fellow men to exert 
ourselves to the utmost limit of our 
authority, to protect the precious 
lives, committed, in a degree at least, 
to our official keeping. Permit me, 
therefore, to suggest that you inaugu­
rate a liouse to house inspection of the 

city's sanitary condition, noting part i­
cularly the cesspools, drains, closets, 
ponds, alleys, gutters, etc. , and de­
manding and enforcing the proper 
cleansing and disinfecting, or even de­
struction and eradication of all things 
and conditions which menace the 
public health and safety. 

Prompt municipal and domestic pre­
caution now will cause the disease if 
it reaches us to fall upon sterile soil. 
I t is said that previous epidemics of 
cholera have been most virulent in un-
drained and filthy cities and those with 
a polluted water supply. I t is possible 
that the peculiar soil upon which our 
city rests and its natural drainage will 
afford us some immunities from nox­
ious exhalations, far beyond those of 
other unsewered cities of our class. 
But it is not possible that filth and pol­
luted water will be any different in 
their dangerous character in Ann 
Arbor than in any of our sister cities. 
Therefore, while I urge upon your 
honorable board and upon our munici­
pal authorities generally prompt and 
decisive and harmonious efforts to 
minimize our danger. I am reminded 
that our labors will avail but little un­
less the citizens themselves assist by 
such wise and provident domestic pre­
cautions as your honorable body may 
see fit to recommend and which sani­
tarians have approved. 

I t can do no harm at least, to boil all 
suspected water used for drinking and 
culinary purposes, to prepare and 
liberally apply disinfectant solutions 
to closets and gutters and to cleanse 
and purify wherever offensive odors 
betray the germs of disease. 

Let us remember that ^'cholera is 
not caused by fear," neither is it to be 
apprehended from any particular 
article of diet alone, but from the 
germs which directly or indirectly 
spread from the person or persons in­
fected. Let us sterilize the soil upon 
which these germs will seek to find a 
resting place. Let us hope tha t God's 
mercy will avert from our shores " th is 
pestilence which walketh in darkness 
and this destruction which waste that 
noonday."

Upon consultation with the President 
of the Board of Health I am informed 
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t ha t the Board is somewhat embar­
rassed by lack of funds for the proper 
prosecution of sanitary reforms. As 
the present emergency will not admit 
of delay, it is my opinion that the 
Board ought to be authorized to appoint 
a sufficient number of competent men 
to undertake a liouse to liouse inspec­
tion under the direction of the Board, 
tha t the purchase of disinfectants be 
authorized, and generally t ha t the 
Board of Health be authorized and 
directed to take all necessary and 
proper proceedings to place the city in 
good sanitary condition. 

I sincerely hope that your honorable 
body will authorize Board of Health to 
make such necessary expenditures as 
will accomplish the foregoing object. 
I t is also to be hoped the various de­
partments and officials of the city 
government will co-operate for the 
sanitary inspection and purification of 
the city.

REPORT OF LIGHTING COMMITTEE. 

To the Common Council: 
Your Committee on Lighting, to 

whom was referred the petitions asking 
for electric light on the corner of Main 
and Catherine streets, on corner of 
Gott and Summit streets, on the cor­
ner of Brooks and Summit streets, on 
Spring street, half way between Sum­
mit and Chubb streets, on Geddes 
avenue, ^\\ the corner of Hill street, on 
East University avenue, corner of Hill 
street, respectfully report tha t they 
visited the different localities on Tues­
day evening, August 28rd, in a body, 
fully inspected the same and would 
recommend the following, namely: 

Tha t the petition for light on corner 
of Main and Catherine streets be de­
nied for the reason tha t there is on all 
four corners one block away a light 
and by putt ing the light on the corner 
of Eourth avenue and Catherine street 
on a pole 60 feet it would light tha t 
vicinity well. 

That the petition for liglit on corner 
of Gott and Summit streets be granted 
and the light located on the northwest 
corner of Gott and Summit streets on a 
(iOfoot pole. 

Tha t tlie petition for light on corner 
of Brooks and Summit streets be de­
nied. 

Tha t the petition for lieht on Spring 
street be denied, and light on corner of 
Summit and Spring streets be raised 12 
feet. 

That the petition for light on Geddes 
avenue, corner of Hill street, be 
granted, said light be placed on a 60 
foot pole, and tha t light on Geddes 
avenue, in front of A. F. Martin's resi­
dence, be also placed on a 60 foot pole. 

That the.petition for a light on cor­
ner of East University avenue and 
Hill street be denied, and a light be 
placed on tlie corner of Hill street and 
Forest avenue, said light be placed on 
a 60 foot pole, and tha t the light at the 
intersection of Hill and Ingalls streets 
be placed on a 60 foot pole. 

And we further recommend that at 
the intersection of Clark and Ann 
streets, Observatory and Ann streets, 
and Belser and Observatory streets, 
three 65 candle power incandescent 
lights be placed. 

We would also recommend that the 
light on the corner of Division and 
Detroit streets be placed on a 60 foot 
pole. 

Your committee noticed in driving 
over the city tha t there were many 
localities w^here the lights were too 
low, the heavy foliage preventing the 
streets from receiving the full benefit 
of the lights,
