To the Common Council: 

We, the undersigned, beingr a major­
ity of all the owners of the real estate 
subject to assessment for the pavinor of 
Huron street between Ashley street 
and State street, respectfully petition 
your honorable body to pave that part 
of Huron street between Ashley street l 
and State street with asphalt and in 
accordance with t he provisions of an 
ordinance of the city of Ann Arbor, en­
titled, "An ordinance relative to street 
pavements" iiassed July 7th, 1898. 
Your petitioners ask for this pave­
ment with the understanding that the 
city at large pay for that portion along 
the court house square.

ORDINANCE. 

The ordinance committee by its 
chairman Aid. Brown offered for its 
first reading by t i t le an ordinance en­
titled "An Ordinance to Amend an 
Ordinance entitled An Ordinance Re­
lative to Street Railways by adding a 
section thereto to be known as Section 
Twenty-five. 

Aid. Brown moved tha t the ordinance 
be passed to its second reading. 

Adopted. 
Whereupon the said ordinance was 

read for the second time section by 
section. 

Aid. Brown then offered the follow­
ing ordinance for its third reading: 

An ordinance to amend an ordinance 
entitled "An Ordinance Relative to 
Street Railways" passed Aug. 15, 1888, 
by adding thereto a section to be known 
as section twenty-five. 

The Common Council of the City of 
Ann Arbor ordain; 

Section 1. That an ordinance of the 
City of Ann Arbor entitled, "An Ordi­
nance Relative to Street Railways" he 
and the same -is hereby amended by 
adding thereto a section t<» be known 
as nection number twenty five. 

Section 25. Any company or corpor­
ation operating a street railway under 
tue power herein granted, shall at all 
times from the first day of April to the 
first day of November in each year 
cause tha t portion of all streets, over 
which its cars are operated, to be 
sprinkled with water v>etween the rails 
and for ten feet on each side of its track 
to such an extent as to lay the dust, 
provided, that said corporation shall be 
liable to the city of Ann Arbor in the 
penal sum of fifty dollars and costs of 
suit, for each day or part of a day dur­
ing the time aforesaid that said sprink­
ling shall be neglected, to be recov­
ered in an action of assumpsit for mon­
ey had and received in any court of 
competent jurisdiction, and provided 
further, that this section shall be in 
force from and after the first day of 
June , 1899.
