To the Honorable Common Council, 
Ann Arbor, Michigan: Sirs—After a 
thorough investigation of the s trength 
of the steel members in the Broad­
way bridge, I beg to advise that the 
steel part of this s t ructure is entirely 
safe for any ordinary load that passes 
over it. The flooring joists and 
planking are, however, in quite bad 
shape, and need at tention at once, 
to be made safe for public travel. I 
find that three years ago this bridge 
was re-planked a t a cost of more 
than $700.00. The cost of the pres­
ent contemplated repairs will be ap­
proximately $1,500.00. This bridge 
is not s trong enough to support any 
other type of floor than the woodeiv 
one now on it.
