That the owners or pei -
sons residing on any unpaved street 
may have the same oiled upon pre­
senting a petition to the Common 
Council asking tha t said street or 
streets lie oiled, providing tha t the 
t xponse r.f preparing and oiling said 
stie t or streets, excepting intersec­
tions and 4 0 per cent, shall be paid 
m advance of the work to the city 
treasurei- of the city of Ann Arbor. 
Providing- further that no oiling shall 
I.'e done by said city unless at least a 
continuous 132 feet of street is peti­
tioned for and paid for ae above pro­
vided. 

Section 3. The city of Ann Arbor 
shall prepare and oil all intersections 

where two or more adjoining blocks 
are petitioned for, and pa d fo:-, as 
herein provided, and the cost and ex-
perse of preparing and oiling said in­
tersections shall be paid out of the 
street fund of said city. The cost of 
the oiling of the balance of the street 
should be distributed as follows: The 
city of Ann Arbor should pay out of 
the street fund the sum of 40 per 
cent, and the property owners or per­
sons residing on said street should 
pay in advance the eum of 60 per cent. 

Section 4. That upon receipt of a 
petition for the oiling of any unpaved 
st ieet or streets, the same shall be 
referred to the City Engineer for an 
estimate and distribution of the proper 
cost of prepar ing and oiling said 
street or streets. Upon receipt of such 
estimate, the Common Council shall 
determine said cost, and authorize the 
City Treasurer to collect the same. 
Upon the payment in full of said 60 
P^r cent, of the estimated cost said 
city t reasurer shall notify the Board 
of Public Works who shall proceed 
with the preparat ion and oiling of 
said street or streets named in said 
petition. 

Section 5. The petition for said 
oiling shall be in substantially the 
following form: 

To the Common Council of the 
city of Ann Arbor: 

We, the undersigned, having the 
foot fi'ontage set opposite our names 
below, on street, an unpav­
ed street, hereby petition to have the 
same propeily oiled. This petition is 
made with the understanding that we, 
the Imdersigned will pay in advance 
of the work to the City Treasurer, the 
sum of 60 per cent, of the estimated 
cost of said oiling anS the city to 
pay the sum of 40 per cent. 

Section 6. The word "prepar ing" ' 
as used in this ordinance is defined to 
mean s-craping and swe:ping. 

Section 7. Any person or persons 
foimd guilty of violating any of the 
provisions of this ordinance, shall, 
upon conviction, be fined in such sum 
as the court may deterinine, not ex­
ceeding $100 and costs o! prosecuting: 
pnd in case of default in the payment 
of such finfe or costs tiie court may 
malve a further sentence that the of­
fender be imprisoned in the county 
jail of Washtenaw county, or any jail 
or lockup of said city, until such 
fine and costs be paid. Provided, 
such imprisonment shall not exceed 
thirty days. 

Section 8. All ordinances or parts 
of ordinances not consistent herewith

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are hereby repealed. This ordinance 
shall be enforced in effect ten days 
after its legal publication.
