IMPROVEMENTS TO PLANT: 

No. 1 Pumping Station: The No. 
1 Pumping Station located North­
west of the City near the Barton 
Dam of the Detroit Edison Com­
pany. This plant is an emergency 
station with pumping cap-aciiy 
sufficient to suoply the City in case 
of large fires lasting 5 to 10 hours, 
and at other serious emergencies. 
The plant is equipped with a steam 
•driven pump and two motor driv­
en pumps. During the past year 
the steam end of this plant has been 
entirely shut down and the elec­
tric pump is operated for a suffi­
cient period each day to deliver 
the artesi.an water from this station 
to the distribution system, there­
by keeping the reserve pumps in 
condition ready to run. 

No. 2 Pumping Station: The 
Xo. 2 Pumping Station located on 

"Washington Street on the West side 
of the City. All of the water is 
obtained from artesian wells. Dur­
ing the year Ihe old steam pump 
.and boilers have been removed and 
the water is now pumped by a een-
trifugttl motor driven pump. With 
the elimination of the high priced 
coal and teaming expense, there 
has been a mater ia l reduction iu 
the cost of operating this st.ation. 

No. 3 Pumping Station: The 
No. 3 Pumping Station, located 
at the Steere Fa rm, 3 miles South 
of the City. There has been no 
change in the pumping equipiTient 
at this station, but it is intended 
during the coming year to add an­
other punip for emergency use, so 
th-at in case of accident to one 
pump it will not be necessary to 
supply the City with water from 
No. 1 Station. 

Distribution System: Additions 
to the distribution system during 
the past year amounted to 4 759 
feet of 6-inch cast iron pipe, being 
more than in 1919, but less than 
the -average since 1914. The small 
quanti ty Laid was due to the high 
cost of cast iron pipe and the 
shortage of labor. The growth of 
the City will require a considerable 
amount of extension to the distri­
bution system in the next few 
ye.ars; par t of the cost may have 
to be paid by a bond issue. 

The Steel Tank on the East iiide 
of town has not been found neces­
sary since the construction of the 
16-inch t runk line main and a t 
the present time is closed off and 
out of service. 
METERS AND PUMPAGE OF 
WATER: \ 
The program of installing meters 

on .all services has been completed 
so tha t the water system is now a 
completely metered sy.stem The 
first reading of meters began on 
April 1st, in par t of the City, and 
the meters were installed complete 
in June . The meters a re read and 
bills are sent out once every tnree 
months, so t h ^ t one district of the 
City pays each month. The City 
has been divided into three dis­
tricts so as to bet ter distribute the 
work of the Depar tment . 

The total amount of water pump­
ed during the year 1920 was 929,-
199,000 gallons. During the year 
1919 there was pumped 1,169,305,-
000 gallons, or a decrease in 1920 
of 240.106,000 gallons. The sav­
ing would supply the City at the 
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present time for 100 days. 
The .average daily pumpage in 

the year 1920 was 2,538,800 gal­
lons, and dur ing the year 1919 
was 3,203,570 gallons. 

The quanti ty of watfer pumped 
per capita per day in 1919 re-ach­
ed a m a x ' m u m of 198.8 gallons in 
July; in 1920 the max imum was 
128.7, occurring also in July. The 
minimum quanti ty per capita per 
d.ay in 1919 was 106.9 gallons, and 
in 1920 was 84.1 gallons. 

Restr ict ions in regard to spr ink­
ling have been removed and now a 
consumer may sprinkle at any hour 
of the day and as long -as he de­
sires. This has permit ted the stop­
ping of the very unsatisfactory but 
necessary inspection of consumers 
under tho flat ra te system during 
spr inkl ing hours, and the necessity 
of shut t ing off consumers vvho 
sprinkled out of hours . As far as 
we .are able to judge during the 
9 months under the meter system, 
our consumers a re very well sa t is ­
fied with the operat ion of the me­
ter system. 

The saving to the City by the 
use of meters needs no comment . 
FINANCIAL: 

Thr- revenue from operat ions dur­
ing the last fiscal year amounted 
to $97,656.06, which is less t h a n 
the two previous years, and is due 
to ch.an£:'ng from the flat ra te sys­
tem where payment was made in 
advance to the meter system where 
payment is made after the service 
is rendered, by which the Depar t ­
ment lost 3 months ' revenue. 

This loss of 3 months ' revenue 
makes a net loss from operat ion 
during the ye.ar of $18,631.11. 
With the present meter ra tes this 
deficit will be paid and there will 
be a surplus a t the end of the next 
fiscal year. 

The revenue tha t can be expect­
ed under a full years operation 
with the new meter r.ates is esti­
mated to bo about $130,000.00. 

Under normal operation with the 
revenue for a full year there would 
have been an increase of revenue 
over last ye-ar of more than $23,-
000, which shows the good financial 
condition of the Depar tment . 

The percentage of increase in 
the revenue from consumers in 1920 
considering what could be expected 
"" '̂'th a full ye.ar's revenue, over 
1919 is 22 per cent, while the in­
crease in operat ing expense is only 
6 percent. 
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The total capital expenditures 
for plant, money for which was 
derived from bonds and earnings, 
amounted to $95,036.45, of which 
$18,477.04 was from e-arnings, and 
$76,559.41 W3S from bonds.
