Aid. Severance presented the 
following" ordinance which was 
given its third reading, and moved 
its adoption. 

AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE 
ELECTRIC WIRING AND THE 
USE OF ELECTRICITY, AND 
TO PROVIDE FOR THE IN­
SPECTION THEREOF, AND 
TO PROVIDE A PENALTY 
F O R T H E V I O L A T I O N 
THEREOF. 

The Common Council of the City 
of Ann Arbor, Ordain: 
Section 1. The Common Council 

shall appoint an electrical inspect­
or, who shall hold office during the 
pleasure of the Common Council 
and receive such salary as shall, 
from time to time be fixed by the 
Common Council. Said Inspector 
shall have the supervision of the 
installation, additions to and al­
terations of all electric wiring, 
ccnnrctions, apparatus, and of all 
electrical equipment installed with­
in the City of Ann Arbor, except 
such as is owned, operated or main­
tained by a public utility. 

Section 2. All such electrical 
wiring, connections, apparatus and 
equipment shall be installed, used 
and maintained in accordance with 
the provisions of the latest edition 
of the "National Electrical Code," 
as issued by the National Board of 
Fire Underwriters, and the regula­
tions imposed by the "Public Utili­
ties Commission of the State of 
Michigan." 

Section 3. All Electrical Con­
tractors, doing business within the 
corporate limits of the City of Ann 
Arbor, shall on or before the first 
day of May, of each year, pay into 
the City Treasury of the City of 
Ann Arbor, an annual license fee 

in the sum of Fifty Dollars, which 
sum shall be deposited by him in 
the contingent fund, and upon the 
presentation to the City Clerk of 
a receipt showing that such sum 
was paid, the said clerk shall issue 
a license authorizing the person, 
firm or corporation named in said 
receipt to do business for the en­
suing year. At the time of receiv­
ing the license the applicant there­
for shall deposit with the City 
Clerk a bond in the penal sum of 
One Thousand Dollars, running to 
the City of Ann Arbor, its succes­
sors and assigns, conditioned for 
the faithful compliance with the 
provisions of this ordinance and 
also conditioned that the City of 
Ann Arbor will be indemnified and 
saved harmless from all damages 
occasioned by reason of the issu­
ance of such license, and also from 
any and all claims arising by 
reason of any negligence of the 
licensee or any unfaithful or inade­
quate work done by him, it or 
them, by virtue of the license; and 
no license shall issue to any per­
son, firm or corporation until such 
bond is filed. 

Section 4. Each electrician em­
ployed in the City of Ann Arbor 
to install or repair electric wiring, 
fixtures or implements, shall be ex­
amined by a committee consisting 
of the City Electrical Inspector and 
one other electrician anpointed by 
the Mayor and holding office for 
one year. Upon recommendation 
from said examining committee 
the City Clerk shall issue to each 
electrician found after examination 
to be competent to install electrical 
wiring according to this ordinance, 
a license termination May 1 follow­
ing date of issue. Fee for elec­
trician's examination and license 
shall be $2.00 each, which shall be 
deposited with the'City Treasurer. 

Section 5. The license of any 
electrician or Electrical Contractor 
may be revoked by action of the 
Common Council, upon the written 
recommendation of the Electrical 
Inspector and the presentation by 
him of reasonable cause there­
for; provided, however, that any 
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persons so proceeded against be 
given written notice thereof and 
shall upon request be given an op­
portunity to be heard before the 
council and no such license shall 
be revoked except by a vote of a 
majority of the members elect of 
the said Common Council; pro­
vided also that any person desir­
ing such hearing shall file a writ­
ten request therefor within f,en 
days from the date such recom­
mendation of the Electrical Inspec­
tor is made. 

Section 6. Excepting as herein­
after provided in Section 10, no 
person, firm or corporation shall 
install, alter or use any electrical 
wiring, apparatus or equipment 
subject to the terms of this ordin-
an'^e. without first obtaining a per­
mit therefor from the City Clerk, 
aiid nc/tiiymg the Inspector giving 
him ample opportunity to make 
such inspection. Such notice to 
the Inspector shall in all cases be 
given before any wiring or equip­
ment become concealed by structur­
al work and such wiring shall not 
be covered or made inaccessible 
until after inspected. 

Section 7, It shall be the duty 
of the Inspector to examine each 
electrical installation hereafter 
made in said City of Ann Arbor 
and to determin? if the same con­
forms to Section 2 hereof. Said 
Inspector shall issue a certificate 
to the owner of each electrial in­
stallation when and as soon as the 
same conforms to this ordinance, 
but no such certifcate shall be 
issued until there has been such 
compliance, in the judgment of 
said inspectar; and it shall be un­
lawful to use any of such installa­
tion or equipment, or to furnish 
electrical energy for the same until 
a certificate has been issued under 
this ordinance. The Inspector 
shall keep a record in his office 
of each examination made by him, 
and also a copy of each certificate 
issued. 

Section 8. The Inspector shall 
have the right, and it shall be his 
duty to cause all present installa­
tions in said city to be inspected 

in order to ascertain if they are 
in any respect dangerous to life or 
property, and if any such installa­
tions are found dangerous to life 
or property, the owner thereof shall 
be notified by the Inspector and 
given a reasonable length of time, 
not exceeding thirty days, to rem­
edy the same. If, after the ex­
piration of the time specified fol­
lowing such notice defects are not 
remedied^ the Inspecor shall notify 
the owner or his agent to cease 
using such dangerous wiring, ap­
paratus, or equipment, and it shall 
be unlawful thereafter for such 
owner or his agent to use or per­
mit the use thereof. Said Inspector 
is also authorized to give to the 
person, firm or corporation furnish­
ing electric energy to the wiring 
apparatus or equipment found to be 
in dangerous condition, notice to 
cease supplying the same until the 
defects complained of are repaired, 
and upon receipt of such notice, the 
furnishing of such electric energy 
shall terminate. 

Section 9. For inspection of all 
installations of electric wiring, ap­
paratus or equipment hereafter in­
stalled in the City of Ann Arbor, 
the Inspector shall be entitled to, 
and shall collect from the owner 
of the premises, etc., before the is­
suance of his certificate, the fol­
lowing fees, which shall at the 
end of the month in which they are 
collected be deposited with the City 
Treasurer. Report of each deposit 
with a list of inspections made and 
certificates issued, shall be made 
at the same time to the City Clerk.

Section 11. Any person who 
shall violate any of the provisions 
of this ordinance, shall, on convic­
tion thereof, be punished by a fine 
of not less than $10.00 nor more

The City of Ann Arbor is here­

by divided into five districts as 
^hown upon the map attached here­
to and being made a part of this 
ordinance, being designated as the 
*'Map of the City of Ann Arbor, 
Michigan, showing Districts for 
Use and Height and Area Regula­
tions, as passed by the Common 
Council, Sept. 4, 1923, and amend­
ed by the terms hereof, and by the 
amendments of Jan. 19, 1925, Sept, 
21, 1925. Nov. 21, 1927, Aug. 6,

Water Committee Report 

Resolution by Aid. Schlenker 
Whereas, the Board of Water 

Commissioners of the City of Ann 
Arbor did on July 15th, A. D. 1929, 
send a communication to this Coun­
cil requesting that this Council ar­
range for a bond issue of three 
hundred twenty-five thousand dol­
lars, to recover contemplated im­
provements to the distribution 
system of the city water suppy 
plant, and 

Whereas, the afore-mentioned 
Water Commissioners have pre­
sented the following estimates of 
the cost of the contemplated im­
provements as follows: 

(1) 6,000,000 gallon, reinforced 
concrete covered reservoir 
with surface elevation at 10 
feet higher elevation than 
present reservoir, with con­
nection to water mains, 
$110,000.00. 

(2) Cast Iron trunk line water 
mains, $150,000.00 

(3) Connecting dead end mains 
and installing additional hy­
drants, $45,000.00. 

(4) Contingencies and engineer­
ing, $20,000.00. 
Total, $325,000.00 

and have given the following ex­
planation of the needs for the con­
templated improvements and of the 

be.nefits to be derived therefrom 
and also a plan for the payment of 
their costs, to-wit: 

The six-million-gallon reservoir 
is to replace the present two-million 
gallon structure, which is an old 
open type structure and in bad con­
dition. For years the old reservoir 
has not been considered safe to 
carry more than one million gallons 
storage and this amount is danger­
ously inadequate. The proposed new 
reservoir is to be of reinforced 
concrete and entirely covered and 
of sufficient capacity to insure the 
city against a shortage of water 
in the event of a bad fire. The 
covered reservoir will keep the 
water in better condition and at a 
lower and more uniform tempera-' 
ture. 

The cast iron trunk line water 
mains are for strengthening and 
improving the distribution system 
and will insure adequate water at 
times of maximum demand to all 
parts of the city and at slightly 
better pressures, and at a much 
more uniform and satisfactory 
quality to all consumers. 

The new trunk line mains to­
gether with the contemplated smal­
ler connecting dead end mains will 
relieve the condition of stagnant 
water throughout the city and will 
improve the condition of the water 
Ko all consumers. 

Your Water Board feels that 
these are badly needed improve­
ments and are so laid out that they 
will work in with, and in fact be 
necessary to, any future develop­
ments of the water system. 

The interest on the proposed 
bond issue, together with the re­
tirement of the bonds, will be paid 
from the revenue of the Water 
Department and will not therefore 
in any way affect the taxes of the
