W A T E R COMMITTEE REPORT. 

2'o the Common Council: 
Your committee on water, to whom 

was referred the resolution of Alder­
man Ferguson relative to the rental of 
fire hydrants from the Ann Arbor 
Water company, have given their care­
ful attention to the subject matter of 
the resolution and would respectfully 
report: 

The contract made May 6th, 1885, by 
the Mayor, Recorder and Alderman of 
the city of Ann Arbor with the Ann 
Arbor Water company calls for an an­
nual rental of $4,500 for 100 fire hyd­
rants for thirty years, which under the 
rule of construction laid down by the 
Supreme Court is equivalent to an 
obligation for $135,000. As this sum 
is largely in excess of the amount of 
tax which the city raised in the year 
1885, or could levy in that year, the 
Council for that year had no authority 
under the charter to make the contract 
in question. Hence the contract is 
clearly void. Under Section 186 of our 
city charter which is copied veroatim 
from the charter which was in force at 
the time the contract was made, the 
Council of 1885 could not burden the 
revenues of the Councils of 1892 or of 
1914. In recent years the Council has 
determined that it was impossible to 
make an electric light contract for 
more than one year and we are satis­
fied tha t the only kind of a contract 
that the council can make with the 
water company calling for an annual 
rental, without an enabling act of the 
legislature and vote of the people is an 
annual one. Similar provisions in 
other charters of cities in this State 
have been construed by the courts to 
prevent the making of these 30 years 
contracts without complying with the 
provision calling for an enabling act 
of the legislature nnd a vote of the 
people. We may instance the cities of 
Niles and Monroe, where the courts 
have declared similar water contracts 
void. 

The Water Works Company made 
the contract with the city with full 
knowledge of this provision of the 
charter. Their franchise to furnish 
water to private consumers is not ques­
tioned and your committee feels that 
the Council is willing to make a fair 
and just contract with the Water 
Works Company to furnish water to 
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tlie city lor hre purposes lor the en­
suing yea'-. 

The contract CMIIS for a liydrant to 
be placed at every 700 feet ol extension 
of tiie watei' mains at an annual rental 
of $40, and ^ under this provision the 
city is now paying for 2H lire hydrants 
in addition to the 100 for wliich they 
now pay $4,oOO. The water rental now 
reaches $'5,420. Within the past ye;ir 
about a dozen petitions for lire liyd-
lauts made hy citizens and tax pnyers 
liave been denied l>ecanse the revenue 
of the city could not stand tlie heavy 
additional l)urden which would he 
entailed. Your committee believes 
tliat if hydrants were placed at inter­
vals of 700 feet so that water couhl be 
thrown on all the buildings of the city 
the water rentid would be iuci'eased to 
$10,000 (»r more, a burden whicli tlie 
citv could not Itoar without increasing 
the t:ix allowed to be levied by tiie 
chart'U'. Nor is it at all necessary tha t 
hydrants should he pUceil a t intervals 
of 700 feet to furnish fire protection 
Each of our lu)se wagons (jarries 1,000 
feet of hose, so that if the liydrants 
were placed as far apart as 2.000 feet, 
the firemen could reach all buildings 
between them. 

In the belief of your committee the 
rental for extra hydrants is out of all 
l>roportion t*) the expense entailed upon 
the Water Works Company, they are 
put in for use only in case of fire and 
very little water is used from most of 
them, the expense consists mjiinly in 
imtting down the main and the first 
cost of th,e hydrants and this is of 
advantage to the com|)any in increas­
ing tlie number of their private water 
consumers. If ihe present water con­
tract is continued in lorce for the 
balance of the thii"ty years, every new 
hvdrant now i>ut in would cost the city 
$920. 

Your committee is advised as has 
been stated above that the contract 
made in lH8o with the Water Company 
is void. It hence becomes the duty of 
tills C »uucil to contract with the 
company for water for fire purposes 
for the ensuing year. 

We would therefore recommend: 
First, That an orilinance amending 

an ordinaii(;e relative to wat,er works 
])assed -Inne 1st, ISSo. which is snhmit-
ted with tliis report, be passed so tha t 
that (la.rt of tin; ordinance creating a 
liability for fire hydrant rental for the 
sums staleil be repealed. The ordin­

ance submitted also provides tluit until 
the Water Works Company makes a 
new contract with the city, the city 
shall pay for use of the hydrants only 
such sums as the use is reasonably 
worth, 

Second, Tha t a resolution be passed 
asking the Water Works Company to 
make a new contract with the city for 
the ensuing year. 

Third, Tha t your committee or a 
special committee as the Council sees 
fit, be empowered and instructed to in­
vestigate what other cities under 
recent contracts are paying for fire 
hydrants rental and be instructed to 
report to the Council such facts as they 
deem will be of service to the Council 
in making a fair contract with the 
W^ater Works Company
