By Alderman Koch: '

Whereas, Ten or more free holders
residing within the corporate limits of
the City of Ann Arbor having petition-
ed and applied to this Common Council
praying for the laying out and estab-
lishment ot a public alley within the
corporate limits of the City of Ann Ar-
bor and hereinafter particularly de-
scribed, and due notice of hearing on
the said application having been given
to all persons interested therein, and
this day having been assigned for the
said hearing, and all persons interested
therein having been heard and it ap-
pearing to the Council that such pro-
posed public alley and the establish-
ment thereof is a necessary public im-
provement, therefore

lesolved, And it is hereby ordered
that a public alley be laid out, opened
and established within the limits of the
City of Ann Arbor, State of Michigan,
described as follows, to-wit:—Com-
mencing at the northwest corner of lot
number fifteen in Block three south,
range four east, according to the plat
of the Village (now ('ity) of Ann Arbor,
and running thence east along the
north line of said lot fifteen, eight feet;
thence south parallel with the line of
lots to William st.; thence west along
the north line of William st. 16 feet:
thence north parallel with line of lots
to a point twenty-two feet south of
the south line of lot one in the
said Block: thence northerly striking
the south line of lot one at a point ten
feet west of the southeast corner there-
of: thence north parallel with the line
of lots to Liberty st.; thence east along
Liberty st.. ten feet: thence south to
the place of beginning.

Resolved, further, That a committee
of three be appointed by the President
and instructed to investigate and ne-
gotiate with parties and report to the
Counecil what sum or sums of money a
release of the right of way of such pub-
lic alley can he obtained for.
