Enti t led An Ordinance Relative to Li. 
censes. 

The Common Council of the City of 
Ann Arbor ordain: 

Section 1. T h a t section seven of an 
ordinance entitled An Ordinance rela­
tive to licenses, as amended by an or­
dinance approved on the 18th day of 
J anua ry , 1897, be and the same is here­
by amended so as to read as follows: 

Sec. 7. Every hawker, peddler or per­
son going about from place to place, 
or who makes use of any of the streets 
or open places in said city, selling or 
offering for sale goods, wares, mer­
chandise or any species of property, 
shall pay a license therefor in the 
sum of one hundred dollars per year, 
or fifty dollars for a period of six 
months. And for a period of less than 
six months such person shall pay a li­
cense therefor as follows, t ha t is to 
say: If he intends to travel on foot, one 
dollar and fifty cents per day; if he in­
tends to travel with one horse, two dol­
lars and fifty cents per day; if he in­
tends to travel with two or more horses 
or other animals, three dollars per day 
for every vehicle so used. Any person 
selling or exposing for sale any such 
goods or property from any wagon, 
hand-car t , show-case or -stand, in any 

street or open place, shall pay the sum 
of three dollars per day; and in grant­
ing license for any such purpose in any 
street or open place, the mayor shall 
designate the street and place where 
any such wagon, hand-car t , stand or 
show-case shall be located, and shall 
have power and authori ty to change 
and relocate the same from time to 
time in his discretion. Provided, this 
section shall not apply to persons sell­
ing domestic fruits, dairy, farm or gar­
den produce (of their own production), 
nor to bakers or merchants delivering 
goods to their customers in said city. 

Section 2. This ordinance shall take 
effect and be in force on and after ten 
days froin legal publication.

By Aid. Brown: 

Whereas a t a meeting of the Common 
Council, held a t the Council Chambers 
in the City of Ann Arbor, on the third 
day of April, A. L. 1900, it was among 
other things ordered tha t a certain pub­
lic alley be laid out and established 
within the corporate limits of the City 
of Ann Arbor, State of Michigan, and 
hereinafter par t icular ly mentioned and 
described. 

And whereas this Common Council 
has been unable to procure or obtain 
the right of way for such public alley 
over t h e p r iva te lands ly ing wi th in the 
boundaries thereof by agreement with 
the owners thereof, or to procure by 
gift, purchase or otherwise the neces­
sary right of way for said public alley 
over the private property within the 
limits thereof as laid out and estab­
lished. And it is deemed necessary to 
cause to be instituted proceedings in 
condemnation of such private property 
for public purposes. 
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Therefore, be It resolved, and this 
Common Council does hereby declare, 
that the laying out and establishment 
of a public alley within the corporate 
limits of the City of Ann Arbor, Mich­
igan, bounded and described as fol­
lows, to-wit: Commencing a t the north­
west corner of lot numher fifteen in 
block number three south of Huron 
street, rang-e four east according to the 
plat of the village (now city) of Ann 
Arbor; running thence east eight feet; 
t'hence south parallel with the line of 
lots to William street; thence, west six­
teen feet; thence north parallel with the 
line of lots to a point twenty- two feet 
south of the south line of lot one in 
said block; thence northerly to a point 
ten feet west of the southeast corner 
of said lot; thence north to Liberty 
street; thence east ten feet; thence 
south to the place of beginning, is a 
necessary public improvement, and 
deem and hereby declare it to be neces­
sary to take the private property lying 
within the limits thereof for such pub­
lic improvement. 

Resolved further, t ha t the City At­
torney be and is hereby directed to in­
stitute and carry on the necessary con­
demnation proceedings in the Circuit 
Court for the County of Washtenaw, 
Michigan, under chapter ninety of the 
compiled laws for the State of Michi­
gan for the year of 1897, in the name of 
the City of Ann Arbor, and against the 
lands, tenements and premises lying 
within the limits of such public alley 
hereinbefore described and against the 
owners and occupants thereof, to the 
end tha t the private property lying 
within the limits of said public alley 
may be condemned to public use.
