Grose the final 
reading was deferred until our next 
regular meeting.—Carried. 

By Aid. Hamilton:

able ordinance, to be presented at the 
next regular meeting of this Council, 
providing for the ringing of a curfew 
bell, and its strict observance.—Car­
ried. 

Manager Keech of the Michigan 
Telephone Co. presented the terms 
upon which the telephone company 
would enter into a contract with the 
City of Ann Arbor, whereupon Aid. 
Hamilton moved the matter be de­
ferred and the chair appoint a commit­
tee of three to negotiate with Manager 
Keech relative to the city's interest.—
