Gentlemen—Your Special Committee
appointed at our last meeting to con-
fer with the local manager of the
Michigan Telephone Co. relative to the
city’s interest in the matter of tele-
phone service, beg leave to report that
such conference has been had with the
following result: Said company will
furnish our citizens at $18 per ’phone
in residences and $24 in business
places; or with two business 'phones
in different places, but on one line at
$18 each per year; long distance rates
same as at present. And will furnish
the city 30 ’'phones, 10 of them free,
until the service can be changed to a
metallic basis (which will probably
not be completed before next fall);
then five free, the others at $9 each
in residences and $12 each in business
places. All of them may be placed in
residences, if desired.
