Aid. Fischer then presented for its 
third reading 

AX ORD'IXAXCE relative to street 
rai lways, grant ing to the Detroit, 
Ann Arbor *& Adrian Railway Com­
pany, its successors and assigns, 
the right to construct, maintain, use, 
own and operate an electric =treet 
rai lway within the corporate Jnnits 
of the City of Ann Arbor. 

The Cmnmon Council of the City of 
Ann Arbor ordain: 

.section 1. That consent, permis.^non. 
power ana aiiMiority be and the same 
is hereby granted to the Detroit, Ann 
Arbor tS: Adrian Railway company, a 
corporation organized under the Laws 
of the State of Michigan, its succes­
sors and assigns, to construct, main­
tain, use, own and operate a single 
track electric railway with all the 
necestsary and convenient turnouts, 
side t racks and turn tables. Y"s nnd 
connections as liereinafter provided, 
and the same to keep, maintain, use, 
own and operate for and during Mie 
term liereinafter spet-itic'd and in tlie 
same manner and upon tlie conditions 
set forth in thiw onlinance. 

Sec. 2. The said grantee, its suc­
cessors and assigns, are herelty au­
thorized to construct, maintain, use, 
own and operate a street ra i lwav in, 
upon ' and through the following 
streets, avenues and public places in 
the City of Ann Arbor, to-wit: 

(a) A single track electric railway 
in. along and through 'State street 
from its point of intersection witli the 
SinUheriy corporate limits of tlie City 
of Ann Arbor and northerly so and to 
conne<*t with the street rai lway now 
located at the intersection of State 
street and ^lonroe street and connect­
ing with said street railway, on. along 
and over any and all streets in wliich 
liaiil street ra i lway is now and may 
be hereafter constructed to any ])art 
of the city. 

(b) The ti'ack of the said grantt>e 
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may be coiinected with any and all 
street rai lway t racks crossed wirhin 
the city limits by suitable curves and 
swirelies at such intersection. 

(c) The said fi'rantee shall connect 
with said intersecting ra i lway tracks 
and i>ay such reasonable rental for 
the use of the same as the said grantee 
and the cori)oration oiierating such 
connecting rai lway may he able to 
conclude. 

^Moved by Aid. Schlenker to amend 
clause (a) of section 2 to read as fol­
lows; 

(a) A single track ra i lway in, along 
and through Main street from its >7int 
of intersection with the southerly cor-
poratf^ limits of the City of Ann Arbor 
and northerly to its intersection with 
Madison street, thence west to Fourth 
street, thence north to Liberty sti-eet. 
thence easterly to Third street, thenCe 
northerly on Third street and Chapin 
Street to connect with tne D., Y,. A. 
\ . A: J. rai lway on Huron street and 
'With the so-called Boland ilne at ĉS 
intersection with Chniiin stre-et and 
connecting with said street railwa.vs 
on. iilong and over any and all streets 
on which s«aid street rai lways are now 
and may he hereait'ter constructed in 
any part of the city. 

Lost. 
Exit Aid. Schlenker. 
Sec. 3. This ordinance shall con­

tinue for a period of thir ty years only. 
Sec. -I. This grant is made upon 

tho express condition that s'aid pro-
l)osed street rai lway be constructed. 
fully completed and in operation vrith-
in one year from the date of the final 
passage and acceptance of this ordi­
nance. 

And this franchise is granted upon 
tlie further express condition that if 
the said grantee, its successors and 
assigns, shall sell, assign or consoli­
date, or attemi)t to seU. assign or con­
solidate, the electric rai lway to be 
constructed under this franchise with 
any steam rai lway; or if the <aid 
electric railway, so to be eonstmcted. 
or the stock or bonds thereof, shall be 
purchased or otherwise acquired by 
nny such steam railAvay. or hy any 
director or other principal otticer or 

any other person acting in behalf of 
any such steam railway, this franchise 
shall from thence be null and void. 
And upon further condirion, and the 
Common Council of the City of Ann 
Arbor shall have power and authority 
by ordinance to require the said 
grantee, its successors and assigns, 
to sprinkle, wet down and lay the 
dust on all that par t of every street 
occupied by their tracks, or upon 
which their said cars are run and for 
a space or distance of two feet on 
either side of their said t racks to the 
extent and so that tne du&t shall be 
at all times well and sutticiently laid. 
And the said Common Council shall 
have power and authori ty a t all t imes 
to make such further rules, orders, or­
dinances or regulations concerning the 
construction and operation oi saiu 
street railway and cars, not inconsis­
tent with the rights granted herein, 
as may from time to time be deemed 
necessary to protect the interests, safe­
ty .and welfare of the inhabi tants of 
the said city and to accommodate the 
public in its relation to the said rail­
way system. 

Sec. 5. The said grantee, its succes­
sors and assigns, operating the street 
i*a i 1 wa y under this fra nchise. shn 11 
h-ave the right, privilege, power and 
authori ty to carry passengers, bag­
gage, express. United States mail, light 
and ])ackage freight, and shall carry 
passengers, that i's to say, local pas­
sengers, meaning thereby all persons 
who shall or may apply for carriage 
and transportation wiithin the corpo­
ra te limits of the City of Ann A r b o r -
over the said line of street railway, or 
any i»art thereof, for one continuous 
l)assage one way for a single fnri^ of 
tive cents for eat*h passenger. Tiiat 
said grantee, its snccessors and as­
signs, shall continuousiy keep on every 
car devoted to its passenger service 
a supply of tickets for sale 'at and for 
the price of twenty-tive (2.*J) cents for 
six tickets, one of which tickets shall 
entitle any person to one continuous 
ride from and to any part of the city 
on and over said street railway, and 
each and every i>erson so jiaying such 
fare or delivering any such- ticket 
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sliail on application 1>e entitled to have 
and receive from the said grantee, 
Its successors and assigns, a traiisfer 
to the Detroit. Ypsilauti, Ann Arbor 
tV: .Jackson street rai lway, or any other 
street rai lway constriTcted in the (Mty 
of Ann Arlior. which on •presentation 
to said iDetroit. Ypsiilanti. Ann Arbor 
iV: Jiackson street rai lway or any other 
such railway, within two hours froxn 
the t ime of issue, shall entitle any such 
])assfnger to one continuous ride over 
rlie said Detroit. Ypsilau'ti. Ann Arbor 
iS:. .lackson railway, or other street 
railway, to any par t of the city, and 
the said grantee, its successors and 
assigns, 'shall receive and accept in 
])aynient for single fares and contin­
uous rides over the streer ra i lway con­
structed under this franchise, wMthin 
tihe corporate Itniits of the city, like 
transfer t ickets issued and delivered 
by the Detroit, Ypsikinti, Ann A]*bor 
ifc .Tackson street rai lway, its succes­
sors and assigns, or other street rail­
way, and the said grantee shall make 
and maintain provision for the issue 
of such transfer t ickets by the Detroit, 
Ypsilauti, Ann Arbor & Jiackson street 
railway, its successors and assigns, 
or other street rai lway, and shall carry 
and t ranspor t children under the age 
of live yenrs. when accompanied by 
parent or guardian, and all the mem­
bers of the Ann Ai-'bor poliice force, 
tire department force and engineering 
fon^e when on duty. free. 

The provisions of this section shall 
not apply to passengers or persons who 
begin and end their journey imtside 
of the limits of the ('ity of Ann Arbor, 
but shall be understood to apply 
strictly to k)cal passenger ti\-iffic only, 
exce])t that all persons who begin or 
end their .ioiirney within the corporate 
limits of the City of Ann Arbor shall 
'l»e entirled to receive, have and make 
use of such transfer tickets. 

Aid. Fischer moved to amend sec­
tion tive by striking out the words be­
ginning with "and the" and ending 
with the word ••shall" after the w^ord 
••city" and inserthig '"provided, that 
said Detroit. Y'psilanti. Ann Arbor and 
Jackson Rai lway" in their stead; also 
inserting the words "such transfer 

t ickets from" after the words "con­
tinuous r ides" and striking out the 
word ••over:" also to insert the words 
"upon reciprocal t e rms" after the 
words "transfel" t ickets." Carried. 

Section G. This grant is made upon 
a further condition that all of the cars 
of said street ra i lway shall a t all tiines 
be propelled by electric power or such 
other rapid motive power excei>t steam, 
a s the said grantee shall, or may, from 
time to time, deem expedient. The 
said cars shall be properly lighted and 
comfortably heated and be propelled 
at a ra te of speed not exceeding twelve 
miles per hour. In the paved, or here­
after to be paved, portion of said 
streets, the poles erected by the said 
grantee shall be of iron; all other poles 
may be of well shaped cedar and at 
all t imes main'tained properly painted. 
All of the rails of the said rai lways 
and the said street rai lway shall be of 
the kind known and called ui rder 
Tram rails, except in the streets or 
par ts of streets which are now, or 
shall, or may be hereafter paved, or 
planked, and in all paved or planked 
streets the rails shall be of the kind 
known as the Grooved Girder rail and 
not less than seven inches in depth, 
and the said gi'autee shall at all times 
keep and maintain the space between 
the rails of the said rai lway track in 
all unpaved streets properly filled with 
six inches crushed stone macadam, 
well and sutticiently constructed and 
suitaoly rolled, and for a distance of 
one and one-half feet on either side of 
the said t rack at all t imes well graded 
with go'ju. clean gravel, and so that 
the t ravel on the streets will be ob­
structed as little as possible. The 
tracivs and other appliances shall be 
laid and constructed in a careful and 
prudent manner and by careful bond­
ing and other approved methods, piN3-
vide against electrolysis of gas» water 
and other pipes laid beneath the sur­
face of the streets and the said gran­
tee, its successors and assigns shall he 
liable for and shall pay to any person, 
tirm or corporation entitled thereto, 
any and all damage occasioned by elec­
trolysis coining from their said electric 
railway constriiction or operation. No 
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cars shall be allowed to remain stand­
ing idle up.)n any street within the city 
limits, except by consent ot the Co^m-
mon Council, nor shall any car.s be 
permitted to stop on any crosswalk, 
or any street crossing except in case 
ot* accident, or to take on or discharge 
passengers, and then only without ob­
structing the crosswalks. Ail ears 
taken over said rai lway sluill be in 
charge of sober, prudent and experi­
enced employes, and it shall be the 
duty of every person in charge of any 
car to keep a vigilant watch or outlooK 
for all teams, ijersons on foot and 
especially children, and all other ob­
structions, either upon the track or 
moving towards it, and a t the tirst ap­
pearance of danger the car shall 'be 
stopped in the shortest time and space 
liossible, and all cars shall be provided 
with sutticient air-brakes for that pur-
l)ose. Tile cars upon said railway shall 
always be entitled to the J:rack, excei^t 
as against the tire department , when 
on duty, and buildings being moved 
under the direction (.if the Common 
Council: and the driver of any vehicle 
oitstru'cting the same shall turn out 
and leave the t rack free upon approach 
of any car as soon as possible, and so 
as not to ini]>ede the car and any per-
s 11 who shall refuse so to do. after 
having been warned by the motorman, 
or other person in charge of the car. 
by tlie ringing of the car 'bell or other-
\\ise. shall, upon conviction thereof, 
before any court of competent jnrit^-
diction, lie tined in any sum not ex­
ceeding twenty-tive (.̂ 25.(10) doUars 
and the costs of prosecution and the 
Court, upon the imposition of any such 
tine shall havo the further p;)Aver and 
MUtliority to sentence any siudi offender 
to contineinent in tlie connnon jail of 
the County of Washtenaw until such 
liiu' and costs shall be paid, not ex­
ceeding thir ty days. 

Section 7. Whenever the Common 
Cfjuncil of the City of Ann Arboi* shall 
order any of the streets over which 
this franchisee is granted, to l)e pnved. 
re-]taved. or otherAvise improved, or 
any i)art or par ts thereof, wherein the 
tr;icks of sai(t street rai lway are laid, 
it SIKIII be the duty of the said grantee, 

'its successors and assigns and they 
shall a t their own cost and expense 
grade, pave, repave or otherwise im­
prove all of the par ts of the said streets 
which lie between the outer rails of the 
said track and one fo„t and six inches 
distant therefrom on the outer side 
tliereo'f. and also the space lying be-
rwee-n the main tracks or track and all 
side tracks, and all other plai*es where 
there are s'ide trat^ks. tiu'uoiits or 
switches, with like kind of material, 
other \ than sheet asphalt , at the «,Tme 
time and in the same manner in \Vhich 
the other p rtions of said street or 
streets shall or may be paved, repaved 
or otherwise improved, and if the saia 
street railway shall be cons-tructed in 
any street already paved, the said 
grantee shall remove said paving and 
replace same in practically a s good 
condition, as at time oif removal at its 
own expense. If the said grantee shall 
make use nf the high tension system 
for providing current, the poles for its 
u'igh tension feeders shall be erected 
on some convenient street other than 
-Main street and Huron street in the 
business portion of said city which the 
ConnuDu Conucil shall desigmite; such 
designation to he made within tifreen 
days after notice of the said grantee 
shall have po'wer and authori ty to 
select such convenient street or s treets 
for rhemsC'lves. 

Aid. Fischer moved to amend Sec­
tion 7 by inserting after the word 
"asphalt" the following "in which case 
the grantee shall pave with asphal t 
block or brick." Also to strike out the 
words beginning with "other than'* 
and ending with ' 'said city;" also to 
strike out all the rest of the section 
after the wnrds "shall design;! te.'* 
Carried. 

Section 8. The tracks of the said 
sti'eet railway shall be laid in the 
streets at the points and on the lines 
designated by the Common Cunncil 
and in the event that the said council 
snail, for any reason, fall to make «uch 
designation within lifteen days after 
receiving notice from the said grantee 
so to do then the same should be laid 
in and along the center of said ^ti'eet. 

Aid. Fischer moved to amend section 
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8 by striking out the word "fifteen" 
and insertin.i? the word " th i r ty" in its 
place. Carried. 

Sec. 0. The said grantee, its succes­
sors and assigns, shall, after complet­
ing the construction of said street rail­
way, restore the streets and all i>or-
tions thereof, occupied by the said 
street rai lway, and mainta in the same 
in as good condation as the same were 
in at the cime suc4i ra i lway construc­
tion shall commence and the said 
street ra i lway shall be in all things 
constructed and operated in such a 
manner so as to interfere as little as 
l>ossible with public t ravel and traffic 
in and along the s t reets and avenues 
of the City oif Ann Arbor. 

Aid. Jenney moved to amend ^Section 
0 by striking out the word " a s " be­
tween the words " in" and "good;" 
also to strike out the words beginning 
with the words "as the same" and 
ending with the word "com^mence." 
Carried. 

Sec. 10. The said grantee, its suc­
cessors and assigns shall, within thir ty 
days of the passage of this ordinance, 
file with the City Clerk a wri t ten 
acceptance of tlie same, and of all the 
te rms and conditions thereof, and on 

failure to do so, this ordinance shall be 
no longer in force. 

Sec. 11. This ordinance shall take 
effect and be in force from and after 
the expiration of ten days from the 
legal publication thereof, and after 
filing with the City Clerk the written 
acceptance of the same, as above pro­
vided. 

Sec. 12. All ordinances or par ts of 
ordinances inconsistent with the provi­
sion of this ordinance are, to the ex­
tent of such inconsiS'tence, hereby 
repealed. 

Aid. Fischer moved to amend Section 
1 by inserting the word "and" between 
the words " turnout" and "sidetracks" 
and to strike out the words beginning 
with "and turn tab les" and ending with 
the word "provided." Carried. 

Aid. Fischer moved to strike out 
Section 12 of the ordinance. Carried. 

Ri'es. Haa re r put the question: 
"Shall this oiidinanee pass?"
