Whereas, the recent rainfall has so 

increased the waters in Allen's creek 
as to cause the destruction of seven 
culverts, tear ing away various and 
sundry embankments, rendering many 
streets impassable, and creating gen­
eral destruction in many par ts of the 
city; and. 

Whereas, in the judgment of careful, 
competent and experienced experts it 
will cost at least $25,000 to repair the 
damages to the city caused by said 
Hoods; and, 

Whereas, there are no funds in the 
city treasury with which to make the 
needed repairs caused by said floods, 
and 

Whereas, by section 177 of the char­
ter of the city of Ann Arbor, it is 
provided that whenever the common 
council shall deem it necessary to raise 
a greater sum in one year than is pro­
vided for in section 171 of said char­
ter, they shall give at least five days 
notice in writing posted up in at least 
five public places in each ward in said 
city, which notice shall state the time 
and place of such meeting, and shall 
specify the objects and purposes for 
which the monies proposed to be raised 
shall be expended, and when such 
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N1 

meeting shall be assembled in pursu­
ance of such notice the electors quali­
fied to vote thereat by a ballot vote 
shall determine the amount of money 
which shall be raised for the objects 
specified in the notice; and, 

Whereas, in the judgment of the 
common council of the city of Ann 
Arbor it will be necessary to raise by 
special t ax under the aforesaid pro­
visions of this charter the sum of 
twenty^five thousand dollars to meet 
the extraordinary contingency herein­
before referred to; now, therefore, 

Resolved, tha t a special election in 
accordance with the provisions of sec­
tion 177 aforesaid shall be and is here­
by called and directed to be held on 
the IGth day of July, 1902. at the 
Fi re men' s hall, in th e city of Ann 
Arbor, from 0 o'clock a. ni. of 
said day to and uutil 3 o'clock 
p. m. of said day for the purpose of 
voting to raise the sum of $25,000 for 
the object and purpose of defraying 
the expenses of repairing the damages 
hereinbefore mentioned. 

Resolved, second, tha t the city clerk 
be and is hereby directed to give the 
notice required by said section 177 
of the charter of said city by posting 
the same in five public places in each 
ward of said city, which notice shall 
s tate the time and place of such meet­
ing aforesaid, and shall specify the 
objects and purposes for which the 
monies proposed to be raised are to be 
expended and the amount necessary 
for the purpose aforesaid, and shall 
be posted at least five days before the 
date of said meeting.
