ORDINANCE. 

Aid. Fischer presented for its third 
reading the following ordinance as 
amended b̂y the ordinance committee. 
AN ORDINANCE relative t j chiainging 

the course and grade of cei-tain 
streets and elevating the tracks of 
The Ann Arbor Railroad. 
Whereas, the tracks of The Ann Ar­

bor Railroad Company now cross 
Felch street, Miller avenue, Huron, 
Washington. Liberty and Firs t streets 
at gi-iade: and 

Whereas, it would make an easier 
grade out of the city in both directi jns, 
and would conduce to the general pub­
lic convenience and safety if the tracks 
of the said railroad were elevated and 
viaducts provided for the several 
streets amd of such altitude as to en­
able the public travel on said sti^eets 
to pass beneath: 

Therefore for the purpose of permit­
ting a change of the gi*ade line of the 
said railix>ad company's tracks, in ord­
er to make possible the separation of 
•^reet and railroad gi^ades. 

The Common Council of the City of 
Ann Arbi^r ordain: 

Section 1. That the established 
grade at the points of intersection of 
said railroad company's ti'acks and the 
following named streets be—at Main 
street 2.1 feet; at West Jefferson street 
*>.2 feet: a t Ashley street 6.9 feet: at 
West Wil'liam street 11.4 feet; and at 
Summit street 4.6 feet above the pres­
ent grade line a t the points a t which 
the said railroad company's ti-acks now 
cross said sevenal streets. Also that 
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the gT'ade -of Cedar and Wright sti*eets 
be esvablished 2.2 feet, of Pontiac 
street 3.3 feet, and of Jones and Trav-
er streets 3.1 feet below the surface of 
said streets as they are lat present, at 
the points where said railroad now 
crosses said several streets. 

Sec. 2. That First street be diverred 
sio as to intersect Liberty street west 
of the present right of way of said 
company. And tha t Charles street be 
diverted so as to intersect Summit 
street west of the present right of 
way of said company, upon and along 
the west side of said right of way. 

Sec. 3. Tha t the culvert under Ash­
ley street between West Jefferson and 
West Willram streets be eonstrueted 
parallel with instead of under the said 
railroad eomipany's traclts, provided 
tha t said railroad company wilT. with­
out expense to the city of Ann Arbor, 
provide and maintain sufficient and 
suitable means of conducting the water 
so diverted from the east Hue lof Ash­
ley street to West William sti'eet. 

Sec. 4. Tha t said railroad company 
shall, at its own expense, to the ex­
tent oif its own right of way, constract 
and maintiain suitable approaches on 
Wesit Jeffersou, Ashley, West William 
and ^Summit streets, made necessary by 
the elevation of said company's t racks 
w'here they cross the sevei'al streets. 

Sec. 5. T'hiat the preceding sections 
of this ordinance shall be null auid 
void, uules'S said Anai Arbor railr0a'd 
company sihall provide and pla>ee steel 
viaiducts on suitable stone, cement or 
iron abutments a t Fel€h street. Miller 
avenue, Huron, Wasihingt;n and Lib­
erty sitreets and at the fbot of Ann 
street, which with the exception of; 
tha t a t Ann street shall ^ extend i 
the full width of said several j 
streets, with suppoa'ts at the curb lines 
if desired, and shall carry all the 
ti"acks, both main and sidetracks, o\ev 
these streets, except as hereinaftei-
provided, and shall give a clear mini 
mum head roDm above present surface 
of 12 feet a t Felch street, 15 feet at 
Miller aveniie. 14 feet at the foot of 
Ann Sitreet, 14 feet a t Huron siti-eCt, K̂ . 

feet at Washington street and 12 feet 
at Liberty street. 

That the viaduct at the foot of Ann 
Sftreet Shail coniform to the ordinance 
heretofore granted to Willliiiam A. 
Boiand. 

That the viaduct at th^ foot of Ann 
street shall be constructed by Che Ann 
Arbor railroad company, and the actual 
cost thereof shall be paid by the citv 
of Ann Arb . r when the who'le w.,rk or 
grade separation shall have been com­
pleted. 

Provided, that the said Ann Arbor 
railroad shall have the right to cross 
Washington and Felch streets with 
one sidetrack on the presemt grade of 
each. And that during the hours when 
such sidetracK is in use. the said rail­
road o .mpany shall station land keep 
on duty at said crossing a fl'agmian. 

That the elevation of said tracks 
shall be completed on or before Octo­
ber Isit, 1DU4. 

Sec. 6. That the said viaducts, ap-
ijroaches and culverts contemplated by 
this ordinance shall be cjiistructed sub­
ject to the approval of the common 
council and the city engineer of the 
city of Ann Arbor. 

Sec. 7. This ordinance shall take 
effect and be in force from and after 
the expiration cf ren days from the 
legal publicaition thereof, and after til­
ing with the city clerk the written 
acceptance of the same by said Ann 
Arb. r railroad company. 

Sec. 8. The ordiuance p.iS'Sed March 
31st, 19<)2. entitled "An ordinance rel­
ative to changing the course and grade 
of eei-tain streets and elevating the 
tracks of the Ann Arbor railroad." not 
having been accepted by the Ann Ar­
bor railroad company, is hereby re­
pealed. 

Aid. Fischer moved that the ordi­
nance as amended by the O- mmittee 
be accepted. Carried.
