Communications from the Mayor. 
To the Honorable the Common Coun­

cil of t h e City of Ann Arbor. 
Gentlemen: 

Your at tention Is hereby called to 
the conduct of certain liquor dealers 
in this city who constantly violate the 
law and who give our police force 
more trouble than all other liquor 
dealers in the city combined. Un­
doubtedly this council knows to whom 
I reter. These people have frequent­
ly assaulted persons in their respect­
ive places and these places have be­
come notorious as resorts of people 
ot the lowest character, the proprie­
tors themselves being utterly devoid 
of all sense of moral obligation and 
without respect for the laws of this 
s ta te or r ights of individuals. 

It is my opinion that the City has 
authori ty to regulate and license the 
liquor traffic in this city and Mr. Jus­
tice Grant in the case of Sherlock 
against Stewart 96 Michigan, page 
197, has used the following language: 
*lt is manifest tha t the welfare of so-
ciety requires tha t this business 
should be in the hands of reputable, 
law-abiding persons. It is notorious 
tha t the low, the vicious and the crim­
inal, a re often engaged in it. The 
people, under our constitution, have 
the r ight tO' prohibit such persons 
from engaging in it. The restr ict ions 
and conditions upon it a re entirely 
within the discretion of the people 
through the Legislature." 

By the passage of the proper ordi­
nance no person could obtain the r ight 
to engage in the liquor business in the 
city of Ann Arbor without first obtain­
ing a license from your council. I 
th ink tha t s-uch an ordinance should 
be drawn and put into force so as to 
provide tha t your council have the 
r ight to reject any application for a 
license where the past conduct of the 

applicant or the past reputation of the 
place where the business is to be car­
ried on is of such a character that in 
your opinion the public safety requires 
the rejection of the same. In passing 
such an ordinance I would not recom­
mend that anything more than a nomi­
nal license, fee be required for I do 
not think that any public interest 
would be served by increasing the 
amount of the license now paid tor 
the privilege of conducting the liquor 
business, but I do most earnestly rec-
commend that this subject be referred 
to our city at torney and to the prose­
cuting attorney of this county with 
an urgent request tha t such an ordi­
nance be framed and submitted to the 
council a t its next meeting, for unless 
something of this kind is done it will 
require a much larger police force, un­
less our force is to be entirely em­
ployed in looking after one or two 
places in the city.
