Gentlemen: Your committee to whom 

was referred the claim of Harry Cole, 
for penalty paid by him in mat ter of 
sidewalk, respectfully report tha t we 
are informed by Aid.

An Ordinance to Restrain and Regulate 
the Running at Large of Domesticated 
Rabbi ts , Hares or Chickens, Ducks, 
Geese or Other Poul try. 

The Common Council of the City of Ann 
Arbor, ordain: 
Section i. I t shall be unlawful for 

any person or persons being the owner 
or owners, possessor or possessors, or 
person or persons having in charge or 
care any domesticated rabbits, hares or 
chickens, ducks, geese or other poultry 
to permit or allow any of the same to go 
at large at any t ime within the limits of 
said city, to the damage or annoyance 
of any of its inhabi tants . 

Sec. 2. All persons convicted of the 
violation of the provisions of this ordi­
nance shall be punished b y a fine of not 
less than one dollar, and not exceeding 
five dollars and costs of prosecution, and 
in the imposition of such fine and costs 
the court may impose a further sentence 
of imprisonment in the common jail of 
Washtenaw county, until such fine and 
costs have been paid, not exceeding in all 
the period of th i r ty days. 

Sec. 3. This ordinance shall t ake 
effect and be in force on and after ten 
days from legal publication.

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Special Committee on City Offices. 

To the Honorable the Common Council 
of the City of Ann Arbor: 

Gentlemen: Your committee appoint­
ed to look up suitable apar tments for 
city offices, respectfully repor t : 

Tha t we advertised in the official city 
papers requesting any who could furnish 
such apar tments to notify the clerk, and 
have had only two responses, viz: one 
from Mr. Kelsey, owner of the Henning 
block at the corner of Fifth and Huron 
streets, who promised to make us a 
definite proposition, bu t has not yet 
done so. 

The other from Hon. F . P. Glazier, 
who is about t o erect a building a t t he 
corner of Main and Huron streets. 

Your « committee were all entire 
strangers to Mr. Glazier, bu t he sent 
an invitation asking us to meet him at 
his home to discuss the mat ter , as he 
had a broken leg and could not, con­
veniently, come here, which we con­
sented to do and went out on the even­
ing of August 7th. 

Mr. Glazier first s tated t ha t he would 
prefer to see the city build and own a 
city hall, and t ha t as he was now in­
terested here and a taxpayer would 
favor tha t , and expressed the hope t ha t 
the city would erect a building tha t 
would be a credit to Ann Arbor, bu t 
said t ha t if the city is not ready to build 
and prefers to rent for the present tha t 
he would like to furnish its offices, and 
would do so at a much cheaper rental 
t han he could afford to rent to any one 
else. 

He stated t ha t the building would be 
44 X 98 feet and seven stories high. 
Tha t the frame would be steel, built 
entirely independent of the mason work, 
and absolutely fire proof, with two ele­
vators, and finished in the best possible 
manner throughout. Tha t he had 
promised one suite of rooms on the 
fourth floor, bu t thought the par ty 
would be willing to cliange to another 

floor, and, if so, the city could have 
t ha t floor if desired, otherwise the city 
could have the choice of either the fifth, 
sixth or seventh floors, and tha t he 
would arrange and fit up either floor 
selected, according to a plan to be fur­
nished by the city, with fire proof 
vaul ts of such size and wherever de­
sired, with water and all conveniences 
wherever desired, and would furnish the 
same for a period of from six to ten 
years, with heat, water, elevator ser­
vice and janitor service for halls and 
closets at an annual rental of $1,000 per 
year, and stated t h a t he could promise 
the building ready for occupancy May 
ist , next . 

Each floor of this building would cori-
ta in 4,312 square feet, without allow­
ing for walls or parti t ions, and from a 
sketch furnished us by the city engineer, 
we concluded t ha t the city would require 
about 3,100 square feet in the clear, and 
we estimated t ha t the extra 1,000 feet 
would be ample to cover walls, parti­
tions, hallways, elevator shafts, etc., so 
t ha t a floor of t ha t building would give 
the city ample space. 

Your committee beg leave to state 
tha t we believe t ha t either the fourth or 
fifth floor of Mr. Glazier's building would 
make very pleasant and comfortable 
city offices, and which would have the 
advantage of being fire proof, and tha t 
the rental asked, with heat, water, etc., 
is very reasonable, and as a business 
proposition is a very favorable one to 
the city. 

I t is, however, t rue t ha t some of our 
citizens would prefer to bond the city 
under the enabling act recently passed 
by the legilsature, and build a city hall, 
and some of those who favor building 
think the lot owned by the city too small 
to give sufficient room, light, etc., and 
th ink the city should buy the lot owned 
by Mr. Rhode on the west, and that 
the council might be fully informed as 
to the cost of tha t lot we have, with the 
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assistance of our mayor, gotten an op­
tion from Mr. Rhode which is attached 
to this report. 

Your committee beg leave to suggest 
tha t we think the coiincil should first 
determine whether the question of 
building a city hall shall be re-submitted 
to the people. If not then such further 
action can be taken toward renting 
offices as the council may direct. If 
the question of building is to be re-sub­
mitted to the people, then, of course, 
any further action in the mat ter of 
renting would be suspended pending 
decision of tha t question.
