The People of the State of Michigan Enact: 
Section i.—Sections thir ty, thirty-four, s ixty-

nine, seventy-one, one hundred thirty-seven, and 
one hundred sixty-one of an act , entiled "An Act 
to Reincorporate the City of Ann Arbor, Revise 
the Charter of said City and Repeal all Conflict­
ing Acts Relating thereto," being act number 
three hundred thirty-one of the local acts of 
eighteen hundred eighty-nine, approved March 
fifteen, eighteen hundred eighty-nine, as amend 
ed by act number two hundred sixty-two of the 
local acts of eighteen hundred ninety-one, ap­
proved March twenty-eight, eighteen hundred 
ninety-one, as amended by act number two-hun­
dred eighty-two of the local acts of eighteen hun­
dred ninety-one, approved April ten, eighteen 
hundred ninety-one, as amended by act number 
three hundred sixty-eight of the local acts of 
eighteen hundred ninety-three, approved April 
twenty-seven, eighteen hundred ninety-three, as 
amended by act number three hundred thirty-six 
of the local acts of eighteen hundred ninety-five, 
approved March fifteen, eighteen hundred ninety-
five, as amended by act number four hundred 
sixty-nine of the local acts of eighteen hundred 
ninety-seven, approved June two, eighteen hun­
dred ninety-seven, as amended by act number

and five, are hereby amended and there shall be 
added thereto nineteen new sections to be known 
as sections thirty-five a, thirty-five b,thirty-five c, 
thirty-five d, thirty-five e, thirty-five.f thirty-five 
g, thirty-five h, thirty-five i,thirty-five j , thir ty-
five k, thirty-five 1, thirty-five m, thirty-five n, 
thirty-five o, thirty-five p . thirty-five q. thirty-
five r, and thirty-five s. 

Section 30.—The following city officers, viz: 
a mayor, president of the common council, city 
clerk, one justice of the peace and an assessor 
shall be elected by tbe qualified voters of the 
whole city, and a supervisor, two aldermen and 
a constable shall be elected in each ward. 

Section 34.—The supervisors and constables 
shall hold their office for the term of one year from 
the second Monday in April of the year when 

elected, and until their successors qualify and 
enter upon the duties of their offices. The jus­
tice of the peace shall be elected for the term of 
four years from the fourth day of July next after 
his election, 

Section 69.—The officers of said corporation 
shall be entitled to receive out of the city treasury 
the following sums in full payment of their serv­
ices. The mayor shall be paid one dollar per an­
num; the city clerk shall receive one thousand 
five hundred dollars per annum, which shall be in 
full for his services as well as the services of a 
deputy, of clerk hire, or other assistance required 
in the performance of the duties of his office; the 
city attorney shall receive six hundred dollars per 
annum; the treasurer shall receive, as full compen 
sation for his services, the sum of twelve hundred 
dollars, and an additional allowance for clerk 
hire not exceeding the sum of one hundred dollars 
which shall be in full for his services as well as the 
services of the deputy, of clerk hire, or other as­
sistance required in the performance of the duties 
of his office; said treasurer shall keep an exact ac­
count of all fees allowed by law, the collection of 
which is provided for in section three thousand 
eight hundred sixty-seven of the Compiled Laws 
of Michigan eighteen hundred ninety-seven, and 
it shall be his duty to collect the same, and when 
so collected he shall credit the same to the con­
tingent fund. And he shall likewise account for 
all other fees provided for collecting the taxes to 
be levied and collected in the said city, and credit 
the same to said contingent fund. The marshal 
shall be entitled to receive such compensation not 
exceeding eighty-three and thirty-three one hun­
dredths dollars per month, as t he common council 
shall allow; the assessor shall receive one thous­
and five hundred dollars per annum; the justice 
of the peace shall receive the sum of twelve hun­
dred dollars per annum, which shall be in full for 
his services as well as the services of a clerk or 
other clerical assistance required in the perform­
ance of the duties of his office, and said justice 
shall account for all the fees which he shall re­
ceive by virtue of said office, and the same shall 
be credited to the contingent fund; the constables 
shall be allowed the same fees as are by law al­
lowed to corresponding township officers; mem­
bers of the common council shall serve without 
pay excepting for services on boards of review, 
election boards and boards of registration, for 
which services they shall receive payment of five 
dollars per day ; supervisors and all other officers 
of said city shall be entitled to receive such com­
pensation as the common council shall allow, not 
exceeding two dollars per day for every day actu­
ally employed in the performance of the duties of 
their respective offices; Provided further tha t the 
common concil may increase the compensation of 
any officer whenever authorized thereto by a 
majority vote of the qualified electors of the said 
city voting at any annual charter election, ten 
days notice having been given of the proposed 
increase. 

Section 71-—The president of the common 
council shall a t tend and preside a t all meetings 
thereof, and shall have a vote on all questions. 
He shall be ex-officio, a member of all committees 
of the common council. He shall have the ap­
pointment of all standing and special committees 
of the council, unless otherwise ordered whenever 
such special committee is constituted. He shall 
have the power and it shall be his duty to pre­
serve order and decorum in the council room dur­
ing the sessions of the council, and in the dis­
charge of such duty may order any disorderly 
person removed from the council room, and for a 
second violation of order by the same person at a 
single session of the council, the president may 
order his arrest and imprisonment for a period 
not exceeding twenty-four hours. In the ab­
sence or disability of the president, the council 
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shall appoint one of their number to perform his 
duties, and for the time being shall exercise the 
powers and discharge the duties of the president. 

Section i.j7.—Whenever the common councii 
of the said city shall have decided upon the mak­
ing of any public improvement, it shall so declare 
by rcsulution and shall refer the mat te r to the 
Vjoard of public works and such other board or 
lioards as may be interested therein, and said 
board or boards, with all convenient dispatch, 
shall determine as to the particular kind of mater­
ials to be used therefor, and estimates, in 
detail, the quant i ty of materials, the 
probable cost, and expense of such wo rk 
and of the materials, and make a record thereof 
in their office, and cause to be prepared, so far as 
necessary, plans and specifications for such work 
or improvement, and report the determination 
and estimate to the common council. When 
such plans and specifications have been submitted 
to the common council, and approved by it, the 
said board of public works shall except in the case 
of cleaning the ditches and gutters and the repair 
of streets and sidewalks, advertise for proposals 
for furnishing of materials and for the perform­
ance of such work; and may require all bidders to 
furniyh security for the performance of any con­
tract awarded to them: and all bids submitted ;o 
said board shall \ e publicly opened Viy it, and,, as 
soon thereafter as may be, reported by the said 
board to the common council together with its 
recommendation in respect thereto; and no con­
tract shall be let by the said board until duly 
authorized by the common council. Said board 
shall ha\-e the right to reject any and all bids made 
and in case all bids are rejected, the board may 
then advcrtii-e.a second time or perform such 
work and furnihh the materials itself. And if the 
board shall decide to perform such work and fur­
nish the materials it shall be the dvity of the board 
to communicate in writing to the common council 
at its earliest ojiportunity, its determination so to 
d("»; an«l after the'completion of such work, at its 
earl est opportunity, the board shall make an 
itemized rep(:)rt in writing to the common counci 
of all ni(>ne\' e.\i>cnde<"l b\' it in the prosecution of 
such w<M-k, and the imrchase of such material, 
staling "therein for what particular purpose said 
money was expended. No expenditures for any 
puriiose exceeding twenty five dollars shall be 
made by the said board except by consent of the 
common council. 

Sectioji iCi-—There shall be a board of health 
in t-aid cit\' which ^hall consist of three members, 
one of whom shall be a competent physician; 
they shall be appointed h»y the mayor, by and 
with ihe L(>nsent of the common conucil, for the 
full term of three years; but the meinbers shall 
be subiect to classification in such manner that 
one term shall expire each year. One of said 
me nlicrs of said board, in addition to the powers 
and duties cncimibant upon him as a member of 
said boaid, shall be city health officer and shall 
ex( 'cise ^uch powers and duties as shall be from 
time to 1 m e conferred upon him by said board of 
health o-^.d the common council of said city. 
Said city health officer shall in all cases be a com-
]ietent i.»h\'sician and the mayor shall designate 
which of the members of said board shall be city 
health officer, and such member of the board of 
health shall continue to discharge the duties of 
city health officer during the term for which he 
was appointed as a member of said board. Such 
city health officer shall be the executive officer of 
the board of health, shall perform such duties of 
inspection as may he necessary for the informa­
tion and guidance of said board and shall do the 
work rif fumigating in all cases where it is neces-
sai y lor it to be done with in said city. Said 
health ofhccr shall receive six hundred dollars per 
annum, which shall be in full for his services. 
The othe? members of said board of health shall 

receive such compensation as the common coun­
cil may allow not exceeding fiity dollars per 
annum. 

Section 35 a.—At the annual char er election 
held in the city of Ann Arbor on the fir t Monday 
in April in the year nineteen hundicd and seven 
and at such election once in four years thereafter, 
there shall be elected a justice of the \ eace. Such 
justice shall be an attorney -at-law regularly ad­
mi t ted to practice in the courts ot this state 
S\ich justice shall be elected on the city ticket in 
the manner provided by law for the e'ection of 
other elective officers. The term of office of any 
person elected to the office of justice ot the peace 
under this act shall commence on the fourth day 
of July next succeeding his election and shall 
continue for the term of four years and until 
his successor shall have been elected and qual­
ified. 

Section 35 b—Such justice of the peace shall 
have the exclusi\-e jurisdiction to hear, try and 
determine all charges for offences and misdemean 
ors alleged to have been committed within sai) 
city, and which by the general laws of the state 
are within the jurisdiction of the justices of the 
peace. He shall ha\ 'e the excKisiye jurisdiction 
to hear and examine all charges for crimes alleged 
to have Vjeen committed within said city and 
which by the general laws of the state are ex­
aminable by and before the justices of the peace 
and hold to bail or commit for trial in the cir­
cuit court for Washtenaw county. He shall 
also have concurrent jurisdiction with other 
justices of the peace of the county ofWashtenaw 
as to all crimes, offenses ' and misdemeanors 
when alleged to have been committed without 
said city, but within the county of Washtenaw. 

Section 35c-—The general laws of the state 
relating to the justices of the i:)cace, shall, in all 
things, apply to and govern the justices of the 
I eice hereafter elected in the city of Ann Arbor, 
except as otherwise provided in this act. 

Section 35d—The justice of the peace elected 
under this act sha 1 have jurisdiction to hear, 
tr>^ and determine all complaints for the violation 
of any of the ordin inces of the city of Ann Arbor, 
and all persons convicted by or belore such justice 
of the violation of any of the ordinances of sa'd 
city, may by the justice before whom such convic­
tion is had be fined or im;jrisoned, or both, in the 
discretion of such justice, according to the terms 
of the ordinance under wnich such trial and con­
viction was had, and f a fine be imposed it shall 
be with the costs of piosacution, if the ordinance 
so provides, and an appeal may be taken to the 
Circuit Court f j r the c ninty of Washtenaw by 
the person convicted as in other criminal cases. 
All imprisonments imposed under this act maybe 
in the county jail for the county of Washtenaw. 

Sectio 1 35e—The justice of the peace elected 
in said city under the provisions of this act shall 
have and exercise t i e ein aiid within the county 
the same jur sdiction and jjoif-er in all civil and 
criminal ma t er; , r- u er, suits and proceedings 
and shall perform the sam? duties in all respects, 
so far as occasion may req-iire, as are o- may be 
conferred upon or required of the justic s of the 
peace by the general laws of the s ta te : Provided, 
Tnat all actions within the jurisdiction of justices 
of the peace -^ay be commenced and prosecuted 
in said jusii e's c urt whenever the plaintiffs or 
defeniants, cr one of the plaintiffs or defendants, 
reside in either the said cit>' of Ann Arbor, or in 
the townships ot Ann Arbor. Pitlsfield, Lodi. 
SciOj Webster, Northfield, Salem, Superior and 
Ypsilanti, in said county of Washtenaw- such 
justice court shall ha\-e exclusi\-e jurisdiction, 
except in cases where jurisdiction is given by 
this act to some other court and within the limits 
prescribed by law to hear, try and determine all 
actions and prosecutions for the recovery and 
enforcements of fines, penalties And forfeitures 
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for violation of this act or any law of this state 
within the city of Ann Arbjor and for encroach­
ments upon and injury to any of the streets, alleys 
and public grounds within the city. Such justice 
court shall have the authority to hear, try and 
determine all suits and prosecutions for the re-
covei"y or enforcing of fines, penalties, forfeitures 
imposed by the cu'dinances of the city and to pun­
ish offenders for violations of such ordinance as in 
the ordinances prescribed and directed. 

Section 3.sf—No justice of the peace hereafter 
elected in said city shall receive any fees for his 
own use, but in lieu thereof shall be paid a salary 
by said city of one hundred dollars per month 
payable monthly. Said justice shall make a 
inonthly report a t the end of each calendar month 
of all fees, fines, penalties and forfeitures received 
or collected during the month and shall fully 

, account to the city for the same and pay the same 
to the City Treasurer before receiving his salary 
for such month. 

Section 35 g— The coinmon council of said city 
shall i.irovicle a court room and a jury lOom al;-
tachcfl for the use of such justices of the peace 
and his sucessors tf> be elected as herein provided 
as the same shall be required and to furnish the 
same with tables, desk, turniture, fuel, blanks and 
stationery and such things as may be necessary 
to projjerly carry on and furnish such justice 
court. 

Section ^^ h — Pro-secutions under the 
ordinance of the city shall be . coni ' 
menccd and carried on in the name of tlie 
"City of Ann Arbor" and practice in all cases 
under this act shall, except as hereui otherwise 
provided, be the same, as near as may be, as in 
cases of like character, cognizable by justices 
(jf the i>cace in the townships. 

Section 35 i - Saici iustice shall <iualify in the 
manner ])rovided by the g -neral laws of the state, 
l.)ut his official bond shall be presented to and ap-
T)ro\'cd by the C).)mnion coui cil of said city before 
the same shal.l be filed with the clerk of said 
county. He shall give such other b<. nds as the 
common council may rc<|uirc. 

Sec t i 'n 35 j—Prticeedings in all prosecutions 
for violations of the ordinam es of said city shall 
be the saine as are n iw provided by the special 
charter of said city, except as herein otherwise 
pro\ ided. 

Section ^f, k —Before any civil action or pro­
ceeding, except proceedings in garnishment shall 
be commenced V)efore any justice hereafter 
elected in said l i ty , there shall be paid to said 
justice by the pariy bringing the suit the sum of 
fifty cents, and before the trial of any such action 
or ijroccedings ^ha'] be commenced, the further 
sum of fifty cent?^, but in case of non-suit, no 
judgement fee shall be reeiuired, and proceedings 
in garnishment shall be treated as part of the 
original case, and no additional fee therefor as 
justice's fee, shall be charged up to and including 
the entry of jui.lgeinent therein, and the amount 
so paid shall be in lieu of jvistices" fees; security 
for costs may be rc'iuired as under the general 
laws of the state. 

Section 35 1 ---All iirocecdings before such justice 
of the peace, l)olh in civil and criminal proceed­
ings, in the issuance and service of v'rocess, the 
trials, docket entries and records, the collection 
and payment of fees and cost^", api)eals and cer­
tiorari and returns thereto, shall be controlled 
by the gccnral laws of the state 
applicable except as herein otherwise 
provided, but this act shall in no way 
affect the fees to which said justice may be en­
titled on performance of marriage ceremonies. 
taking acknowledgements or adnrvinistering oaths 
not connected with any proceedings before said 
justice. 

Section 35 m Nothing in this act shall be cor-
^^trtied as affecting the title to office of any justice 

of the peace in said city and elected under the 
general laws of the state. 

Section 35 n—As the terms of office of the 
justices of the peace in said city shall expire, 
their docket, and the dockets then in their pos­
session shall be turned over to and delivered to the 
justice who shall have been last elected under 
this act,, and said justice to whom said docket 
shall be delivered and his successors in ofificc 
shall be authorized to issue executions or other 
process as is now, or my be authorized by law, 
upon any judgement appearing thereon. 

Section 35 o—The justices elected under this 
act shall hold a session of court every day, Sunday 
and legal holidays excepted, and shall have their 
court r' om open at least from nine o'clock a. m. 
until twelve o'clock m. and from two o'clock p.m. 
until five o'clock p. m. 

Section 35 p—Any cause which the said justice 
shall be incompetent to try and determine by 
reason of any provision of the s tatute and laws 
of this state, may be heard and determined by 
any justice of the peace of the county of Washten-
naw, who may be agreed upon by the parties 
to said cause, and in case the said parties to said 
cause cannot agree, it shall be the d-ity of the 
said justice to name the justice who shall tr\- the 
cause, and it shall Ijc lawful for any justice of said 
county of Washtenaw selected to hear any cause 
under this section, to sit, hear and determine 
said cause at the office of the said justice of the 
peace of the city of Ann Arbor. 

Section 35 q—Such outside justice shall be 
entitled to the fees ijrovided by law and ten cents 
a mile, to be taxed as other fees, but such costs 
shall not be a charge against the city but against 
the litigants in said cause, as provided by general 
law, -̂  

Section 3^ r—Nothing in this act shall be con­
strued to prevent the transfer of causes by jus­
tices under the existing provisions of law. 

Section 35 s—In all prosecutions before said 
justice for violation of any of the general laws of 
the state, the county of Washtenaw shall be 
liable for justice fees and other fees and costs, 
to the same extent that it is liable under the gen­
eral laws of the state for justice fees, and the jus­
tice earning such fees shall make out and certify 
his bill for such fees and present the same to the 
Board of Auditors for the said county of Washte­
naw at each of its regular sessions and such board 
shall allow the same as in other cases of bills 
from the justices of the Dcacc, and the amount 
of the order therefor shall b ; naid o\'er and de­
livered by such justice to the city treasurer at the 
end of each calendar month. 

This act is ordered to take immediate effect.

Special Committee on Garbage 
To the Honorable the Common Council 

of the City of Ann Arbor: 
Gentlemen:— 

Your committee appointed to investi­
gate the garbage mat ter respectfully 
report : 

That , Mr. Perkins met with us and 
went over the whole situation and his 
s ta tements were nearly all corroborated 
by the health officer. 

He claims, and Dr. Wessinger agrees 
with him, tha t only a small portion 
of those from whom garbage is gath­
ered have proper receptacles for it, 
many having old pails, boxes, etc. 
without covers and that they put not 
only garbage but all sorts of refuse, even 
broken dishes and liquids in them, and 

' the pails, etc . are often frozen solid and 
the garbage man has to dig them out 
as best he can, which hinders him great-

•ly-
Tliere are, however, a large number 

of people who have provided suitable 
garbage pails with covers, and s(une 
are even considerate enough to keep 
them where they will not freeze, which 
is much appreciated by the collectors, 
15ut there is a large class of people 
wdio do not seem to appreciate the fact 
that they are being favored by having 
their garbage collected: tha t , while 
the expense of the work is borne by the 
whole city, no garbage is collected from 
either the third or fifth wards and very 
little from the second ward, and many 
people of other wards who contribute 
to the expense receive no benefit. 

Your committee think tha t it is not 
too m\ieh to ask of those who get their 
garbage collected at the expense of the 
city, tha t they provide suitable galvan­
ized metal pails with covers, for their 
garbage and tha t unless they do so, that 
the garbage man be not required to take 
it. We respectfidly recommend that 
the garbage ordinance be amended in 
tha t regard. 

We also th ink t ha t the garbage con­
tractor should not be compelled to take 
garV^age from those who persist in 
put t ing rubbish, such as broken crock­
ery, glass, sweepings, etc, tha t are dan­
gerous to feed to swine, as it is well under 
stood tha t he must look to the value 
of the garbage as feed for a part of his 
pay for collecting it, 

Mr. Perkins claims to collect all gar­
bage once a week, and there have been 
some mistakes we think he is doing 
this work fairly well. 

His contract price is $200 per month 
and he claims to pay 3 men $25 each 
besides board, and one man and teani 
$50, total $125, which leaves him $7/ 
and the garbage—and for this he takes 
one route himself, furnishes three teams, 
wagons, etc. and boards all three men. 
I t would seem tha t he is fairly well 
equipped and seems to be trying to 
give good service and we think if the 
people will do their part and notify him 
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promplty of any failure on the part 
of his men to collect, t ha t there will be 
very little trouble.
