Communication from the Mayor.

Ann Arbor, Mich., April 19, 1909,
To the Honorable the Common Coun-

cil: .

Gentlemen:—It is the custom for
the mayor to send a message to you
at this time, when we are beginning a
new year of administration. From time
to time as occasion warrants, I may
have occasion to make recommenda-
tions to you. At the present time I de-
sire to express the hope that the very
pleasant relations which have existed
between the members of the council
and myself during the two years when
I was a member of your body may
continue for the next two years. We
have a common purpose, the advanc-
ing of the best interests of our beauti-
ful city by giving it the best and most
officient government of which we are
capable. And I helieve that we will
co-operate in the carrying out of this
common object.

It is a business administration that
T think we are expected to give, and
I think that the taxpayvers have a
richt to expeet that we will give them

the most possible for the taxes they
pay. The utmost economy must be
observed in the next ycar in order

that we mayv live within our means
as the city tax levy has for some years
heen up to the Ilimit allowed by law.

We know how much money we can
raise. We should bring our expendi-
tures within our receipts, for the

charter expressly forbids our spend-

ing this yvear the money to be raised

to carry on the government next year.
1 any extraordinary expense seems
necessary it should be submitted to
a vote of the people as the charter con-
templates.

I would not wish to be understood as
advocating the stoppage of improve-
ments butI would have you use your
yest judgment as to what improvements
are most pressingly necessary this
vear in order that while living within
our income the welfare of the city
may, as much as possible, be ad-
svanced.
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Ann Arbor has been rapidly ad-
vancing, not only in population but in
beauty and secms to be awakening to
its possibilities in a manufacturing
way. Hitherto she has progressed rap-
idly along educational and residential
lines. While keeping up this progress,
there is no valid reason why the city
should not grow in a manufacturing
way. No other city of the state is bet-
ter situated as a manufacturing site
and I am pleased to recognize the ef-
forts our citizens, headed by the
Joard of Commerce, are making to-
wards growth along this line. I hope
the time may soon come when our
industries are wvaried and numerous
enough to furnish employment to the
many young men who are now going
ont from our midst to seek employ-
ment elsewhere. Any aid the council
may legally give the Board of Com-
merce in this direction I hope will be
cheerfully extended.

The number of handsome residences
in Ann Arhor is rapidly increasing.
Unfortunately, it was not found legal
for the city to establish a building
line so that in the newer districts all
houses could be kept back a certain
distance from the sidewalk, thus great-
lv adding to the heauty of the street.
but I may he allowed to express the
hope that parties laying out new ad-
ditions may recognize the propriety
and profitableness of imposing build-
ing restrictions when selling the land.

The various departments of the city
covernment seem to be in good con-
dition. 1 need not particularize as to
the neccessity of keeping up a high
degree of efficiency in our fire depart-
ment and police department, as our
limited means will allow. We may well
be proud of the small fire loss of the
past year. I need not point out that
many of our streets need to be put in
good condition, neither is there any ne-
cessity of my commenting at length
upon the growth of our beautiful park
system, which seems to promise much
for the heauty and attractiveness of
Ann Arbor as a residence city in the
future. But I desire to publicly com-
mend the park commission for doing
so much with the money placed at
their disposal and above all for liv-
ing within their means and expend-
ing nothing bheyon1 their appropria-
tion, and I only wish it were possille
to devote more money to the work-
ing out of the park and bhoulevard
system. I hope that the playground in
the Third ward may speedily be put
in shape, and I trust that we can have
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another such playground in another
ward in the near future.

In view of the overdrawn condition
of our police fund it seems to me that
a slight reduction might be made in
the number of the fcrce, at least
while our finances are in bad shape.
I would not have this cut made so
deep, however, to impair the efficiency
of the force. While on this subject
permit me to refer to the fact that two
years ago the appointment of a sani-
tary policeman was given to the board
of health. It is questionable whether
the charter gives the right of ap-
pointment of a policeman to anyone
but the mayor, but be this as it may,
practice has shown that this sanitary
policeman is of no value to the regu-
lar force. Previously the man who did
this work did other like work for the
city and it seems to me that this work
may be most economically done by a
uniformed policeman detailed for that
purpose by the chief of police.

But few other specific recommenda-
tions it occurs to me to make at the
present time, There is-just complaint
arising from the cloud of dust raised
Ly the suburhan cars which traverse
our streets. The street railway com-
pany should be caused to stop this
dust nuisance by sprinkling their
tracks. A demand should also be
made upon the street railway com-
pany that they carry out the provision
of their franchise on West Huron
street, and build a line to Dexter.
This spur track was one of the main
conditions on which their franchise
was granted. If built, it will open up
with easier means of- communication
with Ann-Arbor a part »nf our county
which would prove very advantageous
to our business men. The company
should also be compel'ed to run a
car oftener than one ir two hours on
West Huron street. The city service
is not what it should b2. The line ex-
tends but little farther than it did
when Ann Arbor had but half its
present population. Th2 rolling stock
on the city line is po r and a dis-
grace to the company. 1 hope that
the officials of the road may be in-
duced to see the propriety of extend-
ing their lines at least to the hospitals
and to our park system. Large crowds
would be taken to the island did the
street railway come anywhere near
it. .

Allen Creek furnishes a problem
which should be carefully studied.
Steps should be taken to guard against
a repetition of the heavy expense of
litigation we have so recently under-
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gone. The culvert which passes under
the Michigan Central tracks is entire-
ly inadequate to carry away the wa-
ter fast enough in flood times. The
road should be required to remedy
this and we should see that we make
provisions ourselves for the more rapid
disposition of the vast body of water
which sometimes pours into this lit-
tle creek. Instead of spending money
in litigation we should expend it in
improvements. In improving the
creck we should begin at its mouth
and work back, for there is no sense
in accelerating the flow of water at
the upper end of the creek if we do
not take care of it below. We should
take up this problem now, for the
time is not far distant when we will
be compelled to provide some better
way of taking care of the surface wa-
ter overflowing the valuable lands ad-
jacent to Packard street in the Sev-
enth ward, which would require a still
further capacity in Allen's creek. This
whole problem is worthy of very care-
ful investigation.

At the time 1 was nominated for
mayor I promised that if elected I
should endeavor to enforce the law,
I believe this is an opportune time to
again state that I will enforce all laws,
particularly those pertaining to the
regulation of the saloon. So far as can
be, regulations should bhe passed re-
straining and curbing the evils of in-
temperance. Public opinion is over-
whelmingly against the selling of li-
quors to minors and the law is right-
fully against it. The same is true of
the open saloon at times other than
designated by law. There are other
restrictions which the law has impose
upon these places all of which should
be olserved. Saloons are licensed un-
der a city ordinance, A saloon should
not be licensed which does not or will
not obey the law. The licensing or re-
fusing to license is in your hands. But
it seems to me the ordinance should he
changed so that if it is shown in a
proper court that a saloon is not run
strictly in accordance with the law,
the conviction should forfeit the li-
cense. Only men should be allowed to
run saloons who will obey the law un-
der which they are licensed. 1 also be-
lieve that there should be some means
of punishing the person who assists
the saloon man in violating the law as
I believe one Is as guilty of law-
breaking as the other.

1 feel that we are to be cong_ratu-
lated, as this is the first time in a
great many years when a new coun-s

]
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cil entered upon its duties that there
was not some litigation pending against
the city, We are at present entirely
free from litigation and I trust that it
will not be necessary for us to have
to resort to the courts to settle any
questions for us during the coming
two years.

I feel that you realize, as I do my-
self, that a very important duty has
been imposed upon us by the votes of
- the citizens of Ann Arbor, and I
hope that at all times we may realize
the seriousness and importance of
that duty. I hope also that we may
have the hearty support of our citi-
zens in our efforts to do what we
deemn best for the city, without that
support we cannot hope to accom-
plish much. I trust that there may be
an entire laving aside of partisanship
or of work for private interests or
factions ani that with the support of
all good citizens we may work heart-
ily together for the good of Ann Ar-
bor. :

Manwaring prescnted an ordi-
rance entitled, ""An Ordinance to pro-
vide for licensing and regulating sa-
laons and all  places, except drug
storesg, where spirituous, malt, brewed,
fermented, vinous or intoxicating lig-
uors are sold or kept for sale at whole-
sale or retail,” which was given its
third reading as follcws:

An Ordinance to Provide for Licensing
and Regulating Saloons and All
Places, kxcept Drug Stores, Where
Spirituous, Malt, Brewed, Fermented,
Vincus or Intoxicating Liquors Are
Sold or Kept for Sale at Wholesale
or Retail.

The Common Council of the
Ann Arbhor Ordain:

Sce. 1. No person shall keep a sa-
loon or other place, except a drug
store,  where  any  spirituons,  malt,

scn cenvicted thereof, such conviction
shall operate to fcrfeit the license go
grantec¢, and the person so convicted
shall be debarred from again enzagny
in the saloon business in the city of
Ann Arbor. Such applicant shall also
I efore such license s issiied execute a
Fond to the city of Ann ArFor in the

sum of five hunlred ($500) dollars,
with two suffic’ent sureties who shall
be residents and freeholders of the

city of Ann Arbor, and c¢ach of whom
shall “ustify in real estate situated in
said city in a sum equal to the amount
of the bond over and ahove all indebt-
ednesg, and all exempticns from cale
or execution, to be approved by the
Common Council, conditioned that he
shall keep and maintain an orderly
and well regulated saloon during the
cont'nuance of such license and shall
payv all fines and costs imposed upon

him for the viclation of any of the
provisions of this ordinance. Provided,
that such applicant shall have the

right and privilege of presenting a
surety company bhond to said city for
said sum and for the said purpose
hereintefore conta‘ned. Such applicant
chall also pay into the city treasurer
the sum of one hundred and fifty
($150) dollars and take a receipt
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therefor, and if his application for a
license and bond accompanying the
same shall be approved by the Com-
mon Council, by resolution, then upon
such applicant exhibiting his receipt
for one hundred and fifty dollars, and
furnishing satisfactory evidence of the
approval of such-bond, the city clerk
shall issue to said applicant a license
to sell spirituous, malt, brewed, fer-
mented, and vinous liquors at the place
mentioned in his application. Such
license shall not be transferred to any
other part of the city without a resolu-
tion of the Common Council, and no
license issued shall extend beyond the
first day of May. after the issuance of
the same.

Sec. 3. If it shall come to the knowl-
edge of the Common Council that such
applicant has been convicted of crime
or of a violation of the ligquor law, or,
if in the opinion of the Common
Council, the past management of a
saloon by such applicant, or the past
reputation of the person or of the
placé where the business is to be car-
ried on, is of such a character as to be
a menace to the peace and good order
of the neighborhood, said Common
(ouncil, through the city clerk. shall
notify such applicant thereof and
shall appoint a time and place to as-
certain the truth thereof. At such time
and place if it shall appear that such
applicant has been served with a no-
tice thereof, the Common Council shall
proceed to investigate said allegations,
and if it shall be made to appear to
cald Cemmon Counceil upon such in-
vestigaticn, that said  applicant has
I cen theretofore convicte:d of crime or
of a violation of the liquor law, or if
in the opinien of the Common Coun-
cii, that the past management of his
saloon by said applicant, or the past
reputation of the person or of the
place where the business is to be car-
ried on is of such a character as to be
a menace to the peace and good order
of the neighborhood, said Common
Council may refuse such application
for such license.

Sec. 4. No license shall be issued
to carry on said business in any place
in the residence discricts, except license
may bhe issued to persons to continuc
the business as now located.

Sec. 5. 1t shall be unlawful for any
person, to whom a license is granted
under this ordinance, to permit or sut-
fer any gambling, dancing, sparring
matches, moving pictures, or similar
. attractions in the building where said
business is carried on. !

Sec. 6. Hereafter it shall be unlaw-
ful for the keeper of any place in the
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Ann Artor where intoxicating
liquors are- sold as a beverage, either
by himself or Ly another, to furnish
or give any free lunch, except crack-
e1s and pretzels, in such place, to any
person  purchasing or furnished any
drink or drinks therein.

Sec. 7. No person to whom such
license is granted shal permit, in or
about his place of business or prem-
ises, any unnecessary hoise, or any
riot or disturbance, or harbor any
minor, or permit any minor to enter
or remain in, or permit any prostitutes
or disorderly persons to enter his
place of business, or persons to be-
come intoxicated, or, if intoxicated, to
remain in and about his place of busi-
ness.

Sec. 8. Any conviction for the vio-
lation of any of the provisions of this
ordinance or of any statute of the state
oi Michigan governing the sale of in-
toxicating liquors at retail, or any dis-
orderly act which would affect the
character of the saloon business, con-
ducted by the person convicted there-
of, shall operate to forfeit the license
granted under this ordinance, and the
person so convicted shall be thereby.
dcbharred from again engaging in said
business in the City.of Ann Arkor.
The said forfeiture to be declared by
resoluticn of the Commecein Council.

Sec. 9. Any person who shall vio-
late any of the provisions of this or-
dinance, or continue his business after
forfeiture of his license, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and
upon conviction thereof shall in addi-
tion to forfeiting the license herein
provided for, be punished by a fine of
noet less than twenty-five dollars and
not more than one hundred dollars,
and costs of prosecution, or by im-
priscnment in the county jail of Wash-
tenaw County for a period of not less
than ten days nor more than thirty
days, or by both such fine and im-
prisonment, in the discretion of the
court before whom such conviction is
had. All ordinances and parts of or-
dinances in any wise contravening any
of the provisions of this ordinance are
herebhy repealed.

This ordinance shall take ecffect and
he in {orce on and after ten days from
legal publication.

An Ordinance, Granting to the Ohio,
Northern & Michigan Railroad Com-
pany, a Michigan Corporation, Its
Successors and Assigns, Permission
and Authority to Construct, Main-
tain. Own and Operate Its Said Road
In, Through and Along the Streets
of the City of Ann Arbor.

The Common Council of the
Ann Arbor Ordain:

Section 1. That the Ohio Northern
& Michigan Railroad Company, a
Michigan corporation, its successors
and assigns be and are hereby granted
consent, permission, power and au-
thority to construct, maintain, own and
operate its said road for the period of
thirty vears only, the motor power of
which shall be compressed air, direct
current system of electricity, multi-
nliase or alternating current system of
electricity, storage batteries or other
modern rapid motive power, excepting
steam, at the option of said grantee,
vith, from time to time, the necessary
switches, turnouts, poles, feed wires

and other wires and appliances
to operate the same, through
the City of Ann Arbor and
towards Dexter, Michigan, and to-

ward Whitmore Lake, Michigan, upon
and along the following streets in the
Ciiy of Ann Arbor, namely:
Commencing on Geddes Avenue at
the East City limits; thence running
westerly in and along Geddes Avenue
to a point where it intersects Observa-
Lory Street; thence north in and along
O servatory street to the intersection
of Belser street; thence west on Belser
street to intersection of Fourteenth
street; thence north in and along
‘ourteenth street to the intersection
of East Washington street; thence
west in and along East Washington
street and West Washington street to
the intersection of Ashley street south;
“henece north in and along Ashley street
sh>uth and Ashley street north to the
intersection of Miller avenue; thence
east on Miller avenue to Main street
north; thence north on Main street
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north to Beakes street; thence north--
cast on Beakes street to Depot street;
thence northwesterly on Depot street
to North Main street; thence north
on Main street to the corporate limits
of the city of Ann Arbor. Also com-
mencing at the intersection of Miller
avenue anl Ashley street north and
running westerly on Miller avenue to
he westerly limits of the city of Ann
Atrbor,

Sec. 2. The said railway shall be
constructed and consist of a standard
rail with from time to time, all neces-
sary switches and turnouts and to-
gcther with all of its cars, appliances
and equipments shall be constructed
and maintained in the most approved
nodern manner and in all respects of
first class material, and so as to inter-
fere and interrupt as little as possible
the ordinary traffic on and along the
said streets and highways.

Sec. 3. This grant is made upon ex-
press condition that said proposed rail-
way be constructed, fully completed,
and in operation from the city of To-
ledo, Ohio, to the city of Ann Arbor,
Michigan, within one year from the
cule of the final passage and accept-
alice of this ordinance. And in the
event of a failure so to complete said
railway, then this ordinance shall be
in all things null and void.

And this franchise is granted upon
the further express condition that if
the said grantee, its successors or as-
vigns, shall sell, assign or consolidate,
or attempt to sell, assign or consolidate
the electric railway to be constructed
under this franchise, with any steam
railway; or if the said elcetrie railway,
st to Le constructel. or the stock or
Londs thereof, shall he purchased, or
otherwise acquired, by any such steam

'railway, or Ly any director, or other

principal offiner, or other person acting
in behalf of any such steam railway,
this franchise <hall from thence be
null and voud,

And upon the further condition, and
the common council of the city of Ann
Arkor shall have power and authority,
by ordinance to require the said gran-
iee, its successors and assigns, to
sprinkle, wet down, and lay the dust
cn all that part of every street occu-
1'ied by their tracks, or upon which
their said cars are run, and for a space
or distance of two feet on either side
oi their said traecks, to the extent and
s0 that the dust shall be at all times
well and sufficiently laid. And the said
cosnmen council shal! have power and
auihority at:all time to make such fur-
ther rules, orders, ordinances or regu-
lations, concerning the construction
and operation of said street railway
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and cars as may, from time, be deem-
ed necessary to protect the interests,
safety and welfare of the inhabitants
of the said city, and to accommodate
the pubklic in its relations to the said
railway system.

Sec. 4. The said grantee, its succes-
sors and assigns, shall have the right,
privilege, power and authority, to op-
erate its said road through, in and
aiong the said streets herein specified,
but upon this further express con‘lition
that it shal!l carry passengers, that is
to say, local passengers, meaning there-
by all persons who shall or may apply
for carriage and transportation within
the corporate limits of the City of Ann
Arhor over the said line of street rail-
way, or any part thereof, for one con-
tinuous passage one way, for a single
tare of five cents for each passenger.

That said grantee, its successors and
aseigns, shall continuocusly keep on
every car devoted to passenger service
s supply of tickets for sale at and for
the price of twenty-five (25¢) cents for
si.t tickets, cne of which tickets shall
entitle any person to one continuous
rde from and to any part-of the city
on and over =aid street railway, and

cach and every person so paying any:

#uch fare or delivering any such ticket
shall en application be entitled to have
and receive from the said grantee, its
suaccessors and assigns, a transfer
ticket to any other street railway con-
stnete t in the <City*of Ann Arbor,
wiiich on presentation to such other
Taflway, within thirty minutes from the
time of issue, shall entitle any such
pasrenger to one continuous ride over
the asaifd street railway, or other street
1ailway, to any part of the city; and
ihe suidl grantee, its successors and
assigns shall receive and accept in pay-
ment for single fares angd continuous
rides over the street railway construct-
c¢d under this franchise, within the cor-
porate limits of the city, like transfer
tickets issued and delivered by any
cther street railway; and the said
arantee shall make and maintain pro-
vigion for the issue of such transfer
tickets by such other street railways.
And shall carry an‘ transport children
vader the age of tive vears, when ac-
companied bty parent cr guardian; and
all the members of the Ann Arkbor po-
l:ce force, fire department force and
engineering force, when on duty, free,
Tlie provisions of this section shall not
apply to passengers or persons who
begin and end their journey outside of
the limits of the City of Ann Arbor, but
shall be understood to apply strictly
to local passenger traffic only, except
1hat all perscns who begin or end their
journey within the corporate limits of
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the City of Ann Arbor, shall be
Lo receive, have and make use
transfer tickets, :

See. 5. This grant is made upon a
further condition that all the cars of
raid street railway shall at all times
ie propelled Ly electric power or such
other rapid motive power, except
stearn, as the said grantee shall, or
may, from time to time, deem expedi-
cut. The =gaid cars shall Lbe of modern
type, and shall at all times be prop-
criy lighted and comfortably heated,
and Le propelled at a rate of speed not
cxceeding twelve miles ver hour. )

In the paved, or hereafter to be
L&aved, porticn of said streets, the poles
cerectel by the said grantee, shall he
of iron; all other poles may be of well
shaped cedar, and at all times main-
taiaed properly painted. All the rails
of the said railway and the said street
railway, shall Le of the kind known
anda called Girder Tram Rails, ¢xcept
in the streets or parts of streets which
are now, or shail, or may bhe hereafter
paved, or planked, and in all paved or
plenked streets the rails shall be of
e Kind known as the Grooved Girder
Fail, and not less than seven inches
i depth; and the said grantee shall at
all times kecp and maintain the space
hetween the raiis of the said railway
tracks in all unpaved streets properly
filled with six inches crushed stone and
inacadam, well and sufficiently con-
structed, and suitably rolled, and for
o distance of cne anl one-half feet
vither side of the said track, at all
times well graded with good, clean
coravel and so that the travel on the
streets will be obstructed as little as
possible. The tracks and other appli-
ances shall ke laid and constructed in
a4 careful and prudent manner and by
careful bonding and other approved
methods, provided against electrolysis
of gas, water and other pipes laid he-
neath the surface of the streets; and
the sa‘d grantee. its successors and as-
signs, shall be liable for, and shall pay
to any person, lirm or corporation en-
titled therelo, and all damage occa-
sioned by electrolysis coming from the
sard  etectric raillway construction or
operation.

No cars shall be allowed to remain
standing idle upon any street within
the city limits, except by consent of the
common council, nor shall any cars
be permitted to stop on any crosswalk,
or any other street crossing, e¢xcept in-
case cof accident, or to take on or dis-
charge passengers, and then only with-
out okstructing the crosswalks.

All the cars taken over =aid railway
¢ha'l be in charge of sober, prudent
and experienced employes, and it shall

entitled
of such
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¢ the duty of every.person in charge
of any car to keep a vigilant watch
or outlook for all teams, persons on
foot and especially children, and all
other obstructions, either upon the
trocks, or moving towards it, and, at
first appearance of danger, the car
shall be stopped in the shortest time
and space possille; and all cars shall
be provided with sufficient air brakes
Tor that purpose.

The cars upon said railway shall al-
ways ke entitled to the track, except
718 against the fire department, when
cn duty, and buildings being moved
unider the directicn of the common
council; and the driver of any vehicle
onstructing the same shall turn out
and leave the track free upon the ap-
rroach of any car, as soon as possible,
anud so as not to impede the car; anil
any person who shall refuse so to do,
after having been warned by the mo-
torman, or other person in charge of
the car, Ly the ringing of the bell of
che car, or otherwise, shall upon con-
viction thereof, before any court of
competent jurisdiction, Fe fined in any
cum not exceeding twenty-five ($25.00)
dollars, and the cost of prosecution,
an« the court, upon the imposition of
ny such fine, shall have the further
power and authority to sentence any
such offender to confinecment in the
ccunty jail of the county of Wash-
tenaw. until such fine and costs shall
Lbe paid, not exceeding thirty days.

Sec 6. Whenever (he Common
Council of the City of Ann Arbor shall
order any of the streets over which
this franchise is grar.ted, to be paved,
repaved, or otherwise improved, or
1Ny part, or parts thereof, wherein
lre tracks of said street railway are
laid, it shall be the duty of the said
grantee, its su:zcesscrs and  assigns,
@ad it shall, at its own cost and ex-
pense, grade, pave, repave, or other-
wise improve all of the parts of the
saidl streets which lie between the
outer rails of their said track, and one
foal six inches distance therefrom on
ihe outer side thereof, and also the
space lying between the main tracks,
or track, and all side tracks, and all
other places where there are side
tracks, turnouts, ar swilches, with like
kin¢ of material, other than sheet as-
phalt, at the same time and in the
sa:ae manner in which the other por-
tirns of said streets, or street, shall
cr may be paved. repaved, or other-
wise improved, and if the said street
‘ailway shall be constructed in any
street already paved, then said grantee,
shall pay to the City of Ann Arbor the
cost of all material which the said
cerantee would be required to furnish
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t¢ pave any such street. If said
grantee shall muke use ot the high ten-
sion system for providing current, the
poles for its high tension feeders shall
be erected on some convenient street
other than Main street and Huron
street, in the business portion of said
.1y, which the common council shall
designate: such designation to be made
wilhin fifteen days after notice; or the
said grantee sh:ull have power and au-.
thovity to select such convenient street,
o1 streets, for them.

Sec. 7. The tracks of the said rail-
way shall be laid in the streets at the
points and on the lines designated by
the common council, and in the event
that the said common council shall,
for any reason, fail to make such des-
iznation within fifteen days after re-
ceiving notice from the said grantee
so to do. then the same should be laid
in and along the center of said street.

ti o streets and avenues of the City of
Ann Arbor.

fec. 9. The said grantce, its sne-
cesrors and assigns shall, within ten
days of the passage of this ordinance
-2 with the city clerk, a written ac-
cenptance of the same and of all the
ierms and conditions thereof, and on
raalure so to Cdo, this ordinance shall
be no longer in force.

See. 10, This ordinance shall take
cifect and te in foree from and after
the exniration of ten days from the le-
gal publication thereof, anl after filing
wi'h the city clerk the written accept-
ance of the same, as above provided.

See. 11, All ord'nances or parts of
ordinances inconsistent with the pro-
visions of this ordinance arve, to the
extent of such inconsistencies, herely
repealed.
