To the Honorable President and Mem­
bers of the Common Council of Ann 

s^ Arbor : 
Gent lemen—There are few cities 

which equal Ann Arbor for beauty. 
Fe;W, of its size, which afford better 
means of living for the average per­
son, and, with but one serious objec­
tion, there a re few cities so desirable 
to live in as this city. The one serious 
objection is, t ha t we are rapidly gain­
ing the reputa t ion of being the dusti­
est city in the country. W h a t does 
this m e a n to us who live he re? 

There are various forms of refuse 
and poisonous ma t t e r s which gnther 
on the streets , which vehicles grind 
into fine dust, and which the winds, 
a-utomobiles, and other conveyances 
sca t ter in every direction, a menace 
to, our hea l th and. comfort. Unless 
We find an immediate remedy for this, 
pur; a t t rac t ive city, instead of being a 
place^fbi? visitors to seek, will be one 
to be" shunned on account of this dis­
agreeable feature. 
.. Pe rmi t me, then, to make a few sug­

gestions. First , every street within a, 
reasonable distance from the center of 
the city should be thoroughly 
sprinkled. 

The rapid increase of the use of au ­
tomobiles, which is destined to become 
more numerous each year, is to a 
large extent responsible for this dust 
nuisance. The automobiles, therefore, 
should be taxed to an extent sufficient 
to pay for its share of this dust evil 
which it creates. The other portion 
of the cost for spr inkl ing should be 
taxed agains t the proper ty abut t ing 
the s t reets which are sprinkled; pos­
sibly the city might bear a portion of 
this expense. How this shall be done, 
and wha t proport ion , each should 
stand, can well be left to the good 
judgment of the council. 

Pew of us realize hOAv rapidly Ann 
Arbor has grown within the last few 
years. One can easily predict that we 
will have from 35,000 to 50,000 people 
within the next ten years. We are no 
more a count ry village, but are fast 
growing into a cosmopolitan city. Few 
cities of the size of ours in the land 
would allow this obnoxious and dan­
gerous dust- to fly th rough their main 
s t reets as we do. 

Second: All of our principal s treets 
should be paved. There a re always, 
in every community , a number of 
nar row, unprogressive, and selfish per­
sons, who block every improvement to 
a growing city, for fear it may cost 
t hem a few dollars. Some method 
should be devised to check this selfish­
ness and opposition to our growth and 
prosperity. 

In my judgment , the covering and 
sa tura t ion of the pavements with tar , 
a s was .done on some of our streets, is 
a beneficial measure . I t deadens the 
noise, prevents scat ter ing of dust, and 
adds to the life of the pavement . 

Thi rd : The author i t ies should t ake 
s t r ingent measures to stop the cr im­
inal speed of the "foot automobilist.'. ' 
There is no justification for this dan­
gerous practice, and it can be stopped 
if those in author i ty take proper 
measures to stop it.

S ta tement Concerning the Alley South 
of P rope r ty a t 1702 Israel Avenue, 
Ann Arbor, Michigan. 
This proper ty was purchased by the 

undersigned about nine yea r s . ag'o^ 
from Mrs. Olivia Hall . At the t ime oJ: 
the purchase the plot on file in the 
recorder ' s office showed a twenty-foot 
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alley south of the property. As pur ­
chaser, I wished to have t he alley 
closed a t the t ime of the purchase , 
and to add ihe twenty feet to my lot, 
but Mrs. Hall and her son, E. B. Hall , 
re iused to permi t the closing of the 
alley, on the ground t h a t the plot had 
been recently accepted by the coun­
cil, and t h a t t he council could not be 
induced to change it. 

In acquir ing the lot, I acquired, if I 
a m correctly advised, a r ight in the 
alley. This r igh t extends not only 
over half the alley, but over the whole 
01 it. I t is the r ight to have twenty 
leet of clear ground to the south of 
my lot, and to have access to my lot 
over the whole of this ground, if I so 
choose. I have used this alley for 
many years, to gain access to my 
property. "While the council m a y have 
the r ight to devote the alley to o ther 
public uses t h a n viiat of an alley, 
while it might have the r ight to sell 
the alley, and place the proceds in 
the public t reasury , I seriously ques­
tion the r ight of the council to t ake 
this land from one p i lva te citizen and 
give it to another . 

The claim t h a t the alley should re ­
vert to the Hall estate, because it has 
not been used as an alley, will not 
stand, for I have myself used it for 
tha t purpose, from t ime to t ime, for 
all the period of my occupancy of the 
premises. I believe tha t the r ight of 
the public to use the alley as an alley 
has thus been conserved. This r ight 
should be abrogated by the council, 
only with the conse.it of all abu t t ing 
proper ty owners. 

The present a t t e m p t is the second 
tha t has been m a d e to close this al­
ley, wi thout my knowledge or consent. 
In the first a document was d rawn 

t ransfer i ing to m e Jricin estaLf. (u. LU 
Mrs. Olivia Ha l l ) , the alley runninjj 
south from Israel avenue toward Weils 
street, "and between Lincoln ave. 
and Mart in s t s / ' This document 
was brought to me by the a t to rney of 
Mrs. Hall , with the s ta tement t h a t the 
description applied only to the nor th 
and south alley, and tha t the words 
"and between Lincoln ave. and Mar­
tin s ts ." was mean t to indicate the lo­
cation of thei r nortii and south alley, 
and not to include the east and west 
alley south of my property. As the 
description obviously included the a l ­
ley back of my property, I objected 
to t he document, and it was modified 
j^nd passed by the council with the 
words "and between Lincoln ave. and 
Mart in sts ." omitted. The present a t ­
t empt appears to be along the same 
ITne, and is t imed dur ing my engage­

ment as director of the University Bi­
ological Stat ion a t Douglas lake. I t 
is impossible for me to leave my du­
ties to look af ter the m a t t e r in person. 

The s ta tement is made in the Ann 
Arbor Times News of Ju ly 7th, t ha t 
" the re a re a whole lot of people who 
wan t to buy this property, and make 
hundreds of dol lars in improvements , 
and they cannot afford to wai t because 
of a little ga rden pa tch ." 

Dr. Louis Hall knows, from my 
s t a t emen t s to him, t h a t I have no ob­
jection to t he closing of the alley, p ro­
vided my r igh t s to twenty feet of clear 
ground, south of my property, is con­
served. I unders tand it to be the cus­
tom of the council, when an alley is 
ordered closed, to t ransfer half of it 
to each of the owners of abut t ing 
proper ty . In case of t he closure of 
the alley half of tha t pa r t tha t lies 
south of m y proper ty , i. e. a s t r ip 10 
x7 l ft., should come to me, and the 
o ther half should go to the Hall es­
ta te . My r igh ts extend, however, to 
t h a t p a r t of the alley which would go 
to the Hall estate , and the i r r ights ex­
tend to the pa r t which would pass to 
me. I am willing to yield my r ight 
in the alley to the east of my lot( for 
t h a t r ight extends over the whole al­
ley) , provided I may obtain possession 
of the whole of t h a t p a r t of the alley 
which lies south of my property. 

Dr. Hall has once in person, and 
once t h r o u g h an agent, offered to sell 
me the south half of t h a t pa r t of tho 
alley t h a t lies south of my proper ty; 
and th is in spite of the fact t h a t it is 
the proper ty of the city. He wished 
me to pay h im for the s t r ip a t a front-
foot valuat ion, placed by himself, on 
the lot immedia te ly to the south of 
the alley. As the s t r ip extends but 
half the depth of the lot, I did not 
see my way to purchase it a t a front-
foot ra te , a s I would thereby pay for 
twice as m u c h land as I should get. 
The front-foot r a t e demanded was, 
moreover, as it seemed to me, about 
twice w h a t it should have been. 

I suggest as the simplest way out 
of the difficulty, t h a t the council close 
this alley, and t ransfer to me the 
whole s tr ip, 10x71 ft., south of my 
proper ty ; t h a t th is t ransfer be con­
ditioned on the payment by me to Dr. 
Hall , or the Hall estate, of a fair price 
for the half of the s t r ip tha t would re ­
vert to the Hal l estate, said price to be 
fixed by a commit tee of the council. 
J am quite willing to pay a square foot 
ra te on the valuat ion by the council 
of t he lot on Lincoln ave., next to the 
south of my proper ty . The city as­
sessor should know this valuation. The

.'ority of the foot f rcntage owners of 
the taxpble lands in each district pe­
tition for it, these streets shall be 
sprinkled. The street rai lway com­
pany has a g r e e ! to sprinkle its por­
tion of a r - s treet occupied by its 
t r acks at any time v/hen sprinkl ing 
regulat ions a re put into effect on tho^je 
streets. 

Under the law, the e'ty cannot com­
pel the s t reet ra i lway company to 
sprinkle the entire street, nei ther ( an 
the city tax proper ty in other partf; of 
the city for spr inkl ing streets on which 
the street ra i lway company oporate 
its lines. , .

O F F I C E R ' S R E P O R T . 
Comptral ler ' s Report . 

Ann Arl:or, Mich., Ju ly 19th, 1909. 
To the Honorable the Common Council: 

Gent lemen—Two years ago this 
m.onth I recommended a r r angemen t of 
funds by ordinance to properly meet 
the needs of the city, but before the 
commit tee to whom the ma t t e r v/as 
referred could act, talk of changes in 
the consti tut ion s tar ted and it was 
thought l:eEt to postpone action. 

If f un i s a re properly a r ranged and 
money proposit .cn s t ra ightened out, I 
am sure the Council can act on pro­
posed improvements as presented to 
grea t deal bet ter advantage . My ex­
perience is t h a t this, and preceding 
counci ls since I have held office, have 
acted free and above board for the 
good of the city and believe in econ­
omy, genuine economy, not a false 
economy to keep taxes down simply 
for political purposes to the future 
de t r iment of our state, county or ci;:y. 
Due care should of eourhe ue taken 
in all exx^endltures and no unusuai im­
provement made without a vote of the 
people. The folio win"- figures should 
be of interest : 

The na tu ra l increase in expense of 
runnino;- the city, outside t he street re­
pairs and improvements , construction 
of crosswalks, cul Averts, sidewalk 
grades, extensions, care of city poor, 
care of horses, pr int ing and other 
contingent expenses, is shown in re­
port of actual contracts July 1st, 1908, 
and Ju ly 1st, 1D09. (^n i.u^ ^) 

I recommend tha t there be an or­
dinance passed designating the funds 
into which the general tax upon all 
proper ty of the city shall be divided, 
according to section 172 of the char ter . 
The amoun t to be raised by tax for 
each fund should be adequate and I 
fur ther recommend tha t the tax levy, 
as provided in section 171, be changed 

to th ree-quar te r s of one per cent and 
tha t a proNision be made whereljy an 
amount , not to exceed $5,000, shall be 
raised for the necessary construction 
and repai r of bridges, culverts and 
crosswalks and providing tha t this be 
the limit of am.ount to be held in the 
said fund at any one time and no 
t ransfer shall take place from this 
fund to any other city or district fund. 
As f.ix new culverts will have been 
constructed a t end of present year and 
before this change can possibly be 
made, the city will be in a position to 
properly t a k e care of necessities in 
this line wi thout fur ther appropr ia t ion 
and it Is more than-l ikely tha t the full 
amoun t of appropr ia t ion will not be 
necessary after first year. If this is car­
ried out, taxes should not be any 
higher t h a n they are at present and 
the city can make the necessary im­
provements demanded by the citizens 
without fear of undue criticism. This 
is a business proposition of importance 
and should be fiRured out by a com­
mittee from the council and presented 
to the people for a vote, according to 
the new consti tution as I unders tand it. 

Al though the receipts and expendi­
tures in detail, together Avith the gen­
eral action of the council, are publish­
ed in the city paper twice each month, 
I fear tha t a reat many of our citi­
zens do not koeij posi-cd as to the facts 
relative to the running of the city 
business. I wish to add tha t there is 
no possibibty, within the next few 
years, of the na tura l increase in as­
sessments keeping pace with na tura l 
increase of expenses necessary to keep 
the city advancing. All successful 
business men keep their business up 
by mak ing improvements demanded 
by the tiines. The city cannot afford 
to be an exception. 

I respectfully submit the foregoing 
and consider it mv duty according to 
the char te r .
