vide for the charges which could be 
made by taxicab owners for the car­
riage of passengers, and would have 
submitted the said amendment for its 
second reading to night had it not 
been for the fact that the taxicab 
companies of the city have a t tempted 
to take this mat te r into their own 
hands and ignore this body, as w-ell a s 
a t t empt to ignore the provisions of 
the present ordinance. For this rea­
son we feel tha t the present ordin­
ance is not adequate to take care of 
present conditions, and we are there ­
fore draft ing an entirely new ordin­
ance to cover hacks and taxicabs, and 
dealing with them alone.

The inside wheel 
t racks of his automobile were within' 
th ree feet of the outer edge of the 
sidewalk, and the wheel t racks on the 
left hand side of his machine showed 
t hem to be inside the gut ter box and 
entirely upon the lawn extention. Had 
Mr. Krawz remained in the street 
proper, even if he had driven over as 
far as the gut te r box, it would have 
been impossible for him to drive i.nto 
the limb of the t ree which damaged 
his automobile, as a t the t ime t ha t Mr. 
Bassf t t and myself made the investi­
gation we backed the pa rk depar tment 
car down into the gutter, and found 
t ha t the limbs was fully two feet above 
the top of the automooile. 

In my opinion, no liability a t taches 
to the city in any manner whatever, 
and I would therefore recommend 
tha t the claim be disallowed.
