Charter Amendments.

By Alderman Freeman:

Resolved, that Section 34 of the
charter of the City of Ann Arbor
be and the same is hereby amended
to read as follows:

Secticn 34. The supervisors and
constables shall hold their offices
for the term of one year from the
second Monday in April of the
vear when elected, and until their
successors qualify and enter upon
the duties of their offices,
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Resolved further that Section 56
of the Charter of the City of Ann
Arbor he and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 56. There shall be one
Justice of the Peace and one ASsO-
ciate Justice of the Peace for the
City of Ann Arbor. Said Justices
of thhe IPeace shall be attorneys-at-
lax¥ in good standing who have
heen admitted to practice before
the Supreme Court of the State of
Michigan for at least one Yyear
prior to their election. Such Jus-
tices of the Peace shall possess
such other qualifications as are
prescribed in  this charter for
e.ective officers.

(a) Except as in this charter
otherwise provided, the provisions
of the general laws applying to the
election and qualifications of Jus-
tices of the I’eace in townships
shall apply to the Justices of the
lreace of said City.

(b) Said Justices of the Peace
shall have and exercise the same
jurisdiction and powers in all civil
and criminal n@nners, causes,
s lits and proceedings, and shall
perform the same duties in all re-
spects, so far as occasion may re-
quire, as are or may be conferred
upon or required of Justices of the
Peace under the general laws of
the State: provided, however, that
in all civil matters, causes, suits
and proceedings, ex contractu and
ex delicto, said J.stices of the
P=ace shall have concurrent juris-
diction to the amount of Five
Hundred ($500) Dollars with such
exceptions and restrictions as are
provided by law.

Provided. further, That all ac-
tions within the jurisdiction of Jus-
tices of the Peace may be com-
menced and prosecited in said
Justices’ Court when the plaintiff
or defendant or one of the
plaintiffs or defendants reside in the
City of Ann Arbor, in the township
of Ann Arbor, in any township
next adjoining the township of
Ann Arbor, or in the city or village
formed from any township next
adjoining the township of Ann Ar-
bor: Provided, That the township
of Ypsilanti shail be deemed to be
a township adjoining the town-
ship of Ann Arbor within the
meaning of this act.

(c) Said Justices of the Peace
cshall also have authority and it
shall be their duty to hear try
and determine all suits and prose-
cutions for the recovery and en-

feitures imposed by the charter
and ordinances of the City of Ann
Arbor to punish offenders for the
violation of said charter and ordi-
nances as therein prescribea and
directed.

(d) The proceedings in all suits
and actions hefore the said Jus-
tices of the Peace and in the ex-
ercise of the powers and duties
conferred upon and required of
them, <hall be according to and
governed by the general laws ap-
plicable to justice courts and to
proceedings before such courts.

(e) Said Justices of the Peace
shall enter or cause to be entered
in the docket kept by them the
title of all suits and prosecutions
commenced or prosecuted before
them for violations of the charter
and ordinances of the City and all
the proceedings and the judgment
rendered in such cause and shall
itemize all costs taxed or allowed
therein. They shall also enter or
cause to be entered the amounts
and datles of payment of all fines,
pPenalties and forfeitures, moneys
and costs received by them or the
clerk of the court, on account of
said suit or proceeding. Such
docket shall be submitted by the
Justices at all reasonable times to
the examination of any person de-
siring to examine the same, and
shall be produced by the Justices
to the Council of the City when-
ever required.

(f) The Justice of the Peace
shall be required to devote his en-
tire time during office hours to
the duties of this office and the
Associate Justice of the Peace
shall be required to devote not
more than fifty full days or one
hindred half days per year to the
duties of his office; provided, how-
ever, that if the work of the Jus-
tice Court shall require, the Coun-
cil may provide that he shall sit
any number of additional days for
which he shall be paid at the rate
to he fixed by the Common Coun-
cil. The Associate Justice of the
Peace shall hear all cases in which
the Justice of the Peace is dis-
qualified and shall hold court in
the absence or disability of the
Justice of the Peace.

The Justice of the Peace and
Associate Justice of the Peace
chall be entitled to receive out of
the City Treasury such compensa-
tion as the Con:mon Council shall
provide by ordinance and such
compensation so provided shall be
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charges to which the said Justice
would be entitled but for the pro-
vigsions of this section, except fees
for the performance of marriage
ceremonies and for administering
oaths in matters not in connection
with suils or proceedings in jus-
tice coiarts in the said City.

The Common Council may by
crdinance change the provisions
. s to the time required of each to
he devoted to the duties of his of-
fice.

(g) All the provisions of the
general laws of the State of Mich-
igan in relation to the fees charge-
able in the several proceedings in
the justice courts in townships
shall apply to the justice courts for
raid City and shall be collected
for the use and benefit of the City
of Ann Arbor.

(h) IEach Justice of the Peace
in addition to any security re-
quireq by law to be given for the
rerformance of his official duties,
shall, before entering upon the du-
ties of his office, give a bond to
the City in a penalty of Two
Tho sand ($2,000) Dollars with
sufficient sureties to be approved
by the Council, conditioned for the
faithful perfoermance of the duties
of the Justice of the Peace within
and tor the City and for the pay-
ment to the City of all moneys
co.lected or received by such Jus-
tice which, by the provisions of
the general laws of the State or
of this charter he shall he re-
q iired to nay into the Treasury of
the saig City.

(i) The Justices of the Peace
shall not practice law in the jus-
tice courts of the City of Ann Ar-
1 or.

(j) Whenever in this charter
the term ‘.Justices of the Peace”
is used it shall include both the
Justice of the Peace and Associate
Justice of the Peace. In all his
official acts and in all court pro-
ceedings, the Associate Justice of
th~ Peace shall be designated as
“Justice of the Peace,” the word
“Agsociate’” being herein used to
distinguish between the Justice of
the Peace required to devote full
time and the one required to de-
vote partial time to the duties of
his office.

(k) The Council shall have
rower and authority hy ordinance
or resolution to regulate the office
bours of <=aid Justices of the
Peace. and to make all other nec-
essary and wnroper rules for the
regulatizn of the Justice Courts in
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the City of Ann Arbor and to
make any other provisions for the
operation and practice of said
court which are not inconsistent
with the provisions of this charter
and the general laws of this State.

(1) The Council shall furnish a
suitable place for a Justice Court
room and shall provide for all
nececssary expenses in  connection
with the establishment and main-
tenance of the Justice Courts of
said City,

Resolved, further, that Section
57 of the charter of the City of
