Gentlemen: 

On three different occasions I 
have nresented to you for confir­
mation the appointment of City 
Attorney, City Treasurer , and 
member of the Board of Police 
Commissioners, and on each occa­
sion the confirmation has been 
refused by your body. 

The Char ter of the City of Ann 
Arbor gives me the r ight to make 
these appointments , subject to the 
approval of the Council. I recog­
nize the r ight in your body to 
withhold contirmution of any ex­
ecutive appointment , but I feel t ha t 
there should be substantial rea­
sons, equivalent to disqualiffcation, 
offered for the refusal to give a p ­
proval. 

The result has been tha t I have 
been without the assistance and 
advice of those upon whom I 
should be able to rely in pursu­
ance of my executive duties. The 
present incumbents would not 
have, naturally, the same feelings 
and at t i tude toward me as would 
my own appointees. There is, and 
would be, a natural lack of co­
operation between the different 
branches of the City Government 
resulting therefrom. 

Gentlemen of the Council, I wish 
to assure you tha t I have full con­
fidence as to the qualifications and 
capabilities of the appointees tha t 
I have named, and I accept full 
responsibility for them, and if 
their appointment is unsatisfac­
tory to the electors of the City of 
Ann Arbor, I will be held ac ­
countable. They a r e executive and 
not legislative appointments . 

Therefore, gentlemen, in order 
to remove all evidences of dissen­

sion in the City government, and 
to enable us to carry on the gov­
ernment of the City of Ann Arbor 
in a proper spirit of co-operation 
and mutua l service, and to at tain 
the ends to which we are all 
pledged under our oaths of office, 
I ask you to reconsider your action 
of Nov. 21. 1927. with regard to 
1 he appointments herein referred 
to.
