To the Honorable,
Council:
Gentlemen—We respectfully rec-

ommend:

1. That all persons desiring to
bury relatives or friends in Fair-
view Cemetery must make appli-
cation at the office of the City
Clerk for a burial permit, such ap-
plication to be accompanied by
fees as follows: For an adult, or
child twelve years of age or over,
ten dollars; for a child from the
ace of five years to twelve, seven
dollars; for a child under five years
age, four dollars; if steel or cement
box is used, three dollars addition-
al fee; for burial during the period
from December 1 to April 1 inclus-
ive, an additional fee of two dol-
lars; for burial on Sunday, an ad-
dional fee of five dollars. Fee for
burial shall inclade digging and
filling the grave but does not in-
clude the burial space.

2. That the following charges
shall be paid at the office of the
City Clerk for use of the receiving
Two dollars for first fifteen
days and twenty-five cents per
week thereafter for each person;
