Pavements 

Thirteen streets were paved dur­
ing the season of 1928. The num-
lor of square yards of pavement 
in these thirteen streets is 46,214. 
The total cost of pavements built 
v/as $153,555.25, this is consider­
ably less than the amount for 1927 
v^hen the total cost of pavements 
built 'was $230,023.66. Of the 45,-
051 square yards of pavement built 
during the season of 1928, 35,451 
square yards was V/z-lVz sheet 
asphalt on a six (6") concrete 
base, 7,953 square yards was seven 
(7") reinforced concrete and 1,647 
square yards was six (6'0 rein­
forced concrete. 

The aggregate for the concrete 
base used for the concrete pave­
ment was washed sand and peb­
bles obtained from the West Lib­

erty Street pit of the Killins Gravel 
Company. The sand and pebbles 
were accurately measured before 
being loaded into the trucks, insur­
ing accurate volume control of each 
batch. The cement was added at 
the mixer. Each car load of cement 
was sampled by this office, and test­
ed at the State Highway Labor­
atory. The sand and pebbles were 
tested at frequent intervals to in­
sure its complying with our speci­
fications. 

An inspector was c .i each job 
continually from the time grading 
started until the pavement w'as 
completed. The asphalt top was 
inspected by the Chicago Paving 
Laboratory, Inc., Asphalt special­
ists. Their contract being for both 
street and plant inspection and 
analysis and control of all ingredi­
ents entering into the asphalt mix­
ture. In addition to the street in­
spector on asphalt pavements an 
inspector was placed on the work 
from our office to check the smooth­
ness of the finished surface. This 
surface was required to check to 
a ten foot straight edge within 
one quarter of an inch. 

The State Highway Department 
paid one half the cost of the east 
half of the South State Street pave­
ment plus an allowance of $3,-
180.00 for gravel surface. 
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The construction cost of all pave­
ments built during the year 1928 
amounts to $153,555.25. Of this 
amount the State Highway Depart­
ment paid $7,886.71 as its share of 
the South State Street pavement, 
which leaves $145,668.54 as the 
amount spent by the City for new 
pavements this year. Cost of engi­
neering on this work was $905.60, 
inspection $2,070.65, office expense 
$2,735.22 for a total overhead ex­
pense of 3.86% of the construction 
cost.

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For the first time since 1921 the 

City government was able this year 
to build all the curb and gutter that 
property owners have petitioned 
for, and for the first time since 
1925 that we have been able to 
complete the work let to contract. 
This year we completed all the 
work let to contract with the ex­
ception of about seven hundred feet 

on Sunset Road. This year we built 
55,009 lineal feet of curb and gut­
ter at a cost of $52,050.98. We have 
built 341,650 lineal feet or ap­
proximately sixty five miles of 
curb and gutter since 1919, this is 
approximately 32.5 miles of street.

We are still using 
the 1-2-2 mix adopted in 1927 and 
find this a very satisfactory work­
able mix. 

The total engineering cost for 
curb and gutter built was 9.75% 
of the construction cost. This is 
due to the fact that the amount 
of Engineering is practically the 
same for curb and gutter as it is 
for pavements and the cost of curb 
and gutter is much less.

Preliminary plans were develop­
ed by your Engineering Depart­
ment by Mr. W. S. Housel under 
the direction of your City Engi­
neer and submitted to the Com­
mon council in November 1925. 
Nothing further was done until 
December 5, 1927 when Alderman 
Earl Severence offered a resolution 
to the effect that the President of 
the Council appoint a committee, 
including the Mayor, to consider 
plans for proposed new bridge over 
the Michigan Central Railroad on 
Broadway and to renew negotia­
tions with the Railroad Company 
relative to cost and construction. 

President Woodbury appointed 
the following to serve on the Com­
mittee, Alderman Severance, Chair­
man; Alderman Freeman, Lutz, 
Slauson, Lucas, Maulbetsch, Ham-
mial and Mayor Staebler. This com­
mittee met and after discussion, 
authorized the mayor to appoint a 
Commission of ten prominent local 
engineers to act with the City En­
gineer in developing plans for the 
Broadway Grade Separation Bridg3 
and a street layout adjacent to the 
bridge. Mayor Staebler appointed 
the following engineers to act on 
the Commission. Professor H. E. 
Riggs, chairman, Professor L. M. 
Gram, L. E, Ayres, H. H. Atwell, 
Professor John Worley, A. R. 
Bailey, Ezra Shoecraft, Professor 
P. N. Menefee. This Commission 
held meetings on December 28, 

1927, January 25 and February 10, 
1928. The February 10th meeting 
being a joint meeting with the 
Chief Engineer of the Michigan 
Central Railroad. 

The Commission studied the 
plans as drawn by this department 
in 1925 and had other studies made, 
but finally accepted the department 
plan as the best solution of the 
problem. One addition to our plan 
was made, that being a wider pave­
ment opposite the depot. This plan 
was approved by the Commission 
and Railroad officials at the Feb­
ruary 10th meeting. On March 

18th, 1928, Professor H. E. Riggs, 
as Chairman of the Bridge Com­
mission, reported to the Common 
Council that the Commission had 
agreed on a plan which was ac­
ceptable to the Michigan Central 
Railroad's Chief Engineer. The 
Council appointed Mayor Staebler, 
Professor H. E. Riggs, the City At­
torney and City Engineer as a 
committee to negotiate with the 
Michigan Central Railroad Com­
pany. 

On April 6th, 1928 a communi­
cation was received from Mr Henry 
C. Shearer, Vice President and 
General Manager of the Michigan 
Central Railroad Company, stating 
that the plans as submitted by the 
Bridge Commission were satisfac­
tory to his Company and that the 
Michigan Central Railroad Com­
pany would pay fifty (50) percent 
of the cost of the project. He also 
stated that their legal department 
was preparing the necessary con­
tracts and agreements. 

Detail plans of the bridge struc-
tiv^e were d: awn by the Bridge 
Engineer of the Michigan Central 
i^-d... ..ad Company. Pavement and 
sewer plans were prepared by your 
Engineer's office. 

Plans, specifications and prelim­
inary estimates were approved by 
the Board of Public Works on May 
18, 1928, the Common Council or­
dered the Board to advertise for 
bids on June 5, 1928, on June 7th, 
the Board advertised for bids to 
be received on June 14, 1928. Bids 
were received by the Michigan Cen­
tral Railroad Company on June 14 
and on June 20, the Contract for 
the project was awarded by the 
Board to Ferguson and Edmonson 
of Pittsburgh, Pa., the lowest bid­
der. 

Work was started on June 27, 
1928 and just four months later on 
Saturday morning, October 27, 
1928 at 9:00 a. m., the bridge was 
opened to traffic. Owing to the deep 
fills on the approaches they were 
not paved this year, but will be 
paved in 1929 The limestone rail­

To the Honorable 
Board of Public Works, 
Ann Arbor, Michigan. 
Gentlemen: 

We submit herewith a detailed 
account of the receipts and expen­
ditures of the Street Department 
of the Board of Public Works for 
the year 1928. 

Pages one to five inclusive give 
a summary of the monthly reports 
for the year of 1928. This shows 
the gross expenditure for labor and 
supplies. 

On pages six to nine inclusive, 
you will find a statement of the 
cost of each activity of the de­
partment according to the various 
subdivisions into which the work 
of the department has been divid­
ed. In this classification, you will 
note that the cost of operating 
trucks, graders and the city team 
has been charged to the proper 
division. Also that construction 
supplies have been charged to the 
jobs on which they have been used. 

I am pleased to report that al­
though the volume of work done by 
the Department was more during 
1928 than 1927, yet the total cost of 
operating the department is $29,-

004.99 less than 1927. This is in 
part due to some $8,700.00 being re­
ceived from the State Highway De­
partment for maintenance of trunk 
line roads within the City Limits. 
Deducting this from the $29,004.99 
would still leave the expenditure 
for 1928 $21,000 less than for 1927. 
The cost of cleaning paved streets 
was $321.58 more than in 1927 but 
the cost of operating the City's 
motor truck pick-up sweeper was 
$569.32 less than in 1927 and the 
cost of flushing was $890.81 more 
than in 1927. This is due due to the 
fact that the flusher was operated 
nine hours a day in 1928 instead of 
five hours a day as in 1927. From 
this it can be seen that the extra 
four hours flushing per days has 
decreased the cost of sweeping. 
The total cost of cleaning paved 
streets for 1928 was $6,834.93 or 
$321.58 more than in 1927. The 
cost of maintenance of dirt streets 
was $4,166.26 less than in 1927. 
The cost of laying dust in 1928 was 
approximately $2,800.00 less than 
in 1927. This is due in part to the 
accumulative effect of Calcium 
Chloride from year to year and to 
the amount of paving which was 
done during the season of 1928. It 
is evident that this item of ex-
