Ordinance Committee

Ald. Severance presented the fol-
lowing ordinance which was given
its third reading, and moved its
adoption.

AN ORLINANCE TO REGU-
LATE AND CONTROL THE
CONSTRUCTION, ERECTION
AND MAINTENANCE OF SIGNS
AND PROVIDE FOR PENAL-
TIES FOR THE VIOLATION
THEREOF.

The Common Council of the City
of Ann Arbor Ordain:

Section 1. Hereafter each per-
son, firm, or corporation, desiring
to install, erect and maintain any
sign in any street or public place
within the City of Ann Arbor, shall
make application for a permit

therefor to the Board of Public
Works of said City wupon blank
forms to be provided by it, which
application shall set forth the
snecifications of the sign, mater-
ials used in its construction and
the proposed method of installation
and erection; the location thereof
with a sketch of the proposed sign
showing clearly a!l details of con-
nections and  support and such
other provisions as shall by the
saild Board of Public Works be
deemed necessary. Application for
permits shall be accompanied by
the sum of three dollars ($3.00) to
cover the cost of inspection of said
sien and no permits shall be con-
sidered until such sum is paid.

Section 2. All such signs shall
be of metal or other non-combus-
tible material anpproved by the Na-
tional Board of Underwriters. No
signs shall be constructed in which
the different parts cf the metal
ave held in place by the use of
solder, only, and where the splic-
ing of two pieces of metal is nec-
an~ary in the construction thereof,
surh metals shall be fastensd to-
gother by means of rivets, bolts
or screws, or by a crown fclder cap
coverine joint; all to be in a man-
ner approved by said Board of
Fublic Works.

Section 3. All signs installed
shall be thoroughly and securely
anchored to the building or other
surnort in such manner as shall
b2 deelared nocessary by the speci-
fications of the said Board of Pub-
lic Works. No sign shall be in-
stalled, the lower edge of which is
less than ten (10) fect above the
sidewalk, street or alley and at a
diztance not greater than two (2)
feet frem the building measuring
frcm tl.e side of the gign nearest
th~ building, nor shall the outside
end of said sizn extend beyond the
curb line. No sign shall exceed
seventy-two (72) square feet in
arca figuring one side and no sign
shall be erected on the top of any
building except with the written
approval of the Board of Public
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Works. All signs being maintain-
ed within the City of Ann Arbor
which are not in accordance with
the provisions of this ordinance
shall be forthwith changed, altered
or remodeled so as to conform
thereto, if in the opinion of the said
board, it is deemed necessary. All
conduits in said signs shall con-
form to the National Electrical
Code of America.

Section 4. All electric signs
of four-candlepower illumination
must have at least the equivalent
for each square foot of sign sur-
face, and all buibs c¢n all signs shail
be tfully illuminated.

Section 5. The installation and
creecion of all signs shall be made
under the supervision of the Board
oi kunlic Works, wnose judgment
and direction as to any matter nct
covered by this ordinance shail be
final and controlling.

Section 6. Whenever any sign
is constiucted, erected or main-
tainza not in accordance with the
provisions oi this ordinance, it
shall be the duty of the Board or
Fublic Works to notify such person,
firm or corporation as have install-
cd or maintained such sign that the
same is not in accordance with the
provisions of this ordinance, and
it shall thereupon become the duty
of such person, firm or corporation
within forty-eight hours to make
such nececcary changes and altera-
tions as shall be necessary to make
such sign coniorm to tihis ordin-
ance.

Section 7. Every person, firm or
corporation installing or maintain-
ing cne or more cigns shail file
with the City Clerk of the City of
Ann Arbor a surety bond, which
said surety bond shall run to the
City of Ann Arbor, in the amount
of One Thousand Dollars for each
sign so installed, and which said
bond shall be conditioned to keep
and save harmless the City of Ann
Arbor from any damage of any
nature whatsoever arising or re-
sulting from any privilege granted
or conferred by this ordinance.
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Such bonds shall be executed by
some surety company authorized to
do business within the State of
Michigan according to the laws
thereof.

Saction 8. Any person or persons
violating any of the provisions of
this ordinance, shall upon convie-
tion thereof, be punished by a fine
not exceeding one hundred dollars
and in default of the payment of
such fine, such person or persons
shall be imprisonad in the city jail
until such iine i1s paid, not exceed-
ing the term of ninety days.

Section 9. All ordinances and
parts of ordinances in conflict
herewith are hereby expressly re-
pealed.

Section 10. This ordinance shall
take effcet and be in force on and
after ten days from legal publica-
tion thereof.
