Liberty st. from Ashley st. to Fifth ave.; 
William st. from Ashley st. to Fifth ave. 

Resolved further, That and it is hereby 
deemed and declared that all that part 
of the City of Ann Arbor and the fol­
lowing district therein is and will be 
benefited by the sprinkling of the streets 
and avenues aforesaid, that is to say. 

Commencing at the north west corner 
of Block four north, range six east, ac­
cording to the plat of the Village (now 
City) of Ann Arbor, running thence east 
to "the north east corner of lot number 
fourteen in said Block; thence south par­
allel with Fifth ave. to the south line of 
lot number one in Block four south, 
range six east; thence west parallel with 
William st. to the south west corner of 
lot two in Block four south, range three 
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east; thence north to the north line of 
William st.; thence west to the north and 
south center line of Block three south, 
range two east; thence north along the 
center line of said Block to the south 
line of Catherine St.; thence east to the 
east line of Ashley st.;' thence north to 
the north west corner of lot two in Block 
two north, range three east; thence east 
parallel with Catherine st. to Fifth ave.; 
thence south to the south line of Cather­
ine St.; thence east to he place of be­
ginning.
