Gent lemen:—In accordance with your 
adver t i sement the undersigned make 
t h e following proposition for l ighting 
t h e streets , alleys and public places of 
Ann Arbor for a t e rm of five years, 
from December 31st, 1895. 

Bel ieving t h a t far more l ight could 
be obtained for the cost we have sub­
st i tuted in our bid 1200 candle power 
A r c lamps for the incandescent lamps 
ment ioned in your advert isement. 

First—We will furnish not more than 
one-hundred and five and not less than 
ninety-five Arc lamps of 2000 nominal 
candle power to be l ighted from sunset 
unt i l 12:30 o'clock, two-hundred and 
sixty-five (265) n ights per annum ac­
cording to the Phi lade lphia moonlight

schedule, a total of s ixteen-hundred 
and seventy-eight (1678) hours, for the 
sura of sixty-nine dollars ($69.00) per 
lamp per annum we will furnish not 
more than t h r ee (3) Arc lamps of 1200 
nominal candle power to be l ighted dur­
ing the same hours for forty six dollars 
($46.00) each. 

Second — We will furnish the same 
number of l ights to be l ighted th ree 
hundred and sixty-five n ights per an­
num from sunset til l 12:30 o'clock a 
total of twenty- three hundred and six­
teen (2316) hours for seventy-six dol­
lars (S76) per lamp of 2000 candle power 
and fifty-four dollars ($54) per lamp of 
1200 candle power. 

Third — W e will furnish the same 
number of lamps l ighted two-hundred 
and sixty-five (265) n igh t s per annum 
from sunset to sunrise, according to the 
same schedule, a total of twenty-e ight 
hundred and e ighty (2880) hours for the 
sum of eight-four dollar ($84,00) per 
lamp of 2000 candle power and sixty-
one dollars ($61.00) per lamp of 1200 
candle power. 

Fmirth — W e will furnish the same 
number of lamps l ighted three-hundred 
and sixty-five (365) n ights per annum 
from sunset unt i l sunrise by the same 
schedule a total of th i r ty-n ine hundred 
and forty-six (3946) hours for the sum 
of ninety-six dollars ($96.00) per lamp 
of 2000 candle power and sixty-eight 
dollars ($68.00) per lamp of 1200 candle 
power. 

For all t ime when lamps shall be 
liffhted not included in the above 
schedule we shal l receive the sum of 
four (4) cents per hour per lamp of 2000 
candle power and th ree (3) cents per 
hour per lamp of 1200 candle power. 

All lamps will be located as you may 
order e i ther suspended across the s t reet 
or on poles but changes in lamps after 
once being located shall be a t the ex­
pense of the city. 

I t is understood tha t if you shall ac­
cept this proposition such acceptance 

shall g r an t us the neccessary pr iv i lege 
of e rec t ing and main ta ing on the 
s t reets , alleys, and public grounds, t h e 
poles and lines for the same.
