To the Common Council. / 
Gent lemen: The undersigned, City 

Clerk, begs leave to submit the fol­
lowing as the repor t of the proceed­
ings of the Board of Review, having 
under consideration the review of the 
several s idewalks constructed by the 
Board of Public Works in the City of 
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Ann Arbor at the expense of the 
Building Sidewalk Fund. 

The council s i t t ing as such Board of 
Review in pursuance to its order and 
appointment for tha t purpose, met at 
the Council Chamber on Thursday, the 
12th day of November, a t 2 o'clock 
p. m., 1903, and due proof of the pub­
lication of the notice of the meeting 
filed. 

The roll of aldermen being called, 
and the quorum being found present, 
as follows:
